UPSET THE FRENCH CABINET

OVER THE DEATH OF A PANAMA
CANAL DIRECTOR.

P

The Submission of the Interpellation of
the Death of Baron de Reinach
Caused a Vote, Which the Ministry
Accepted by Tendering Their Re-
signation,

Paris, Nov. 28.—MM. Fereyones and
Vermoy submitted their interpellation
regarding the death of Baron de Reinach
to the Chamber of Deputies to-day.

Instead of responding, Premier Loubet
asked the Chamber to pass the Order of the
Day pure apdsimple.

The Chamber rejected the reqnest by a
vote of 304 to 209. The ministers are now
considering the guestion of resigning.

The members of the cabinet went to the
Palace of the Jiysee at 6 o’clock this even-
ing and tendered their resignation to Presi
dent Carnot.

In accepting their withdrawal from office,
President Carnot asked them to continue to
conduct the business of their respective
offices until their successors shall have been
appointad.

Shortly after the ministers left the Pre-
sident the official announcement of their
resignation was made.

The matter leadiog to the resignation of
the Cabinet procecded thus:

In the Chamber of Deputies M. Feregonen
intimated strongly that Baron Reinach was
not dead, tbat the burial was a sham
and that his body was not in the coffin.
The Government had made no il\quirj. He
demanded that the coffin he exhumed.

M. Ricord, Minister of Justice, regret-
ted that such accusations had been made
and the intention was to’ bring discredit on
the administration.- He said the usual
formalities had been observed in the burial
of Baron Reinach’s body. The doctors had
certified that death was from natural
causes. The Parlinment Committee was
powerless to order an autopsy and he de-
clined to institute judicial proceedings, us
no crime had been committed.

M. Brisson moved o resolution of regret
that the Baron’s papers had not been offi-
cially sealed immediately upon his death,

M. Loubet said this would mean a lack ot
confidence in the Government.

M. Maujau proposed an Q{prenion of
confidence in the Government,“but the Pre-
mier would accept nothing else than the
order of the day.

By a vote of 304 to 219 the chamber re-
jected the Premier’s motion to pass e
order of the day.

All the members of the Cabinet then lefv
the chamber in & body, amid great excite-
ment.

The Chamber then proceeded to
adopt M. Brisson's resolution of regret
that Baron Reinach’s papers had not been
sealed immediately after his death, the vole
standing 393 to 3.

The Chamber adjourned until Thursday.

WHAT THE COMMITTEE WANT.
Sweeping Changes In the
Systemn Asked For,
A Committee of the Ratepayers’' Assonia-
tion met in St. Georgé's Hall last nigbt and
docided to recommend that the Municipal
Act be amended so that the Mayor of Tor-
onto will have a veto power which
could only be overruled by a two-
thiris vote, Half the aldermen will be
elected each year and each to sarve for two
years; a uniform basis of assessinent will be
estabiished without disorimination; assess-
ments will be made by a special board ap-
pointed by the Mayor and County Judge:
the council to have only legislative powers,the
Mayor,the chairman of the council and three
commissioners to have exarutive powers; o
complete statement of estimates of civic ex-
penditure will be submitted to the council
yearly. A clause to the effect that the coun-
cil be given power to cllow a revate on taxes
per capita to manufacturers for all heads of
fainilies they give constant ewnployment to
was sent ot to be considored by the associa-
tion without being recommended.

Close Upon One Miilion Oanadians In
the Uniterd States,

New York, Nov. 28.—The number of
Canadians in the Writed States, according
to the census of 1890, was 980,941, as com-

ared with 717,157 in 1880, an increase of

3,784, or abouv 37 per cent.

The number of Canadians in the New
England States in 1890 was 380,167, o8
against 175,426 in 1880, showing that in 10
years the number has congiderably more
than doubled.

The division of the population of Cana-
disns in the New England States is: Eng-
lish, 174,406; French, 205,761,

In Massachusetts the increase is very
marked, the number of Canadians residing
there in 1890 being 207,601, as against

$ir John Thompson Will at an Early Date
Speak in Toronto and Montreal and
Will Then Foreshadow the Yolicy of
His Gov t—Chapleau Will Go to
spencerwood,

Orrawa, Nov. 28.—The political situa-
tion has not developed to-day much that ie
new. The most satisfactory thing of ull
was the statement contained ih The World
of this morning, that Sir John Thompson &
unpledged, publicly or privately, on the
Manitoba school question, and that be is
not going to jeopardize the chances of him-
self or his party by intervention.

He will live up to the law and the consti-
tution, and no mote.

the doctrine of provincisl rights to this
question will only be courting fresh trouble
for themselves hereafter. :

Manitoba is goiag to regulate her now
schools, and Sir John Thompson orany
other Conservative is not going. to inter-
fere.

Sir John Thompson has accepted the
premierghip, knowin well that any policy
of intervention would lose him the great
bulk of the Ontario Conservatives.

1t is probable that Sir John will have
his Cabinet pretty well selocted by
Thursday, but he has made no direct
offers to anyone a8 yet. But he knows
where his likely men ave,
sir John to Speak in Toronto and Montreal,

As soon as the Cabinet is announced and
things are in running order, 8ir John
Thompson will go to both Montreal and To-
ronto and make & couple of speeches, fore-
shadowing the policy of his Government.

There is a good deal of discussion over
the proposal to bring in the new portfolio
of Trade and Commerce and the Com-
ptrollers of Customs and of Inland
Revenue,

As the law stands, these two offices may
be put under the Minister of Finance or
the Minister of Trade and Commerce.  If
Hon, Mr. Foster became Minister of Trade
and Commerce, with the two comptrollers
under him, who will be Minister of Finance?
No one has yet named the man,

A suggestion has been thrown out that a
better arrangement would be to wait until
legislation could be got' at the comin
session, uniting the office of Minister o
Trade and Commerce with the office of the
Minster of Finance, and creating a new
office, that of Minister of . Castoms and In-
land Revenue with the two comptrollers
ander him, Such a combination would be
followed throughout the entire customs
and Inland Revenue departments.

Bis Proposal is to Still Fuarther
Guce the Value of the Wiite

Metal in  Earope,

Brussers, Nov. 28.—Alfred de Roths-
child, one of the British delegates, sab-
mitted his proposals to the Monetary Con-
forence this afternoon. They cover 11
printed ogtavo pages.

Mr. de Rothschild argues at great length
that bi-metaliem in Great Britain is abso-
lutely impossible, and suggests that the
question arises whether it 18 not ossible to
extend the use of silver generally and by
this means assist in checking a further fall
in value,

Mr. de Rothschild said he did notclaim
that his proposuls would prove a final solu-
tion of the question, but he did claim that
they would prove a palliative. /

The Furopean powers should combineé to
buy an amount equal to £5,000,000 -mlius
yunrl{ for b years at 43d. 1f silver shoul
vise above that price the purchases are to be
immediately suspended.

The proposals will be referred to a com-
mittee. :

The Pormg:‘m delegates have been in-
structed by their Goyernment to aet .in
harmohy with the British representatives.
1t is stated Mr. de Rothschild progmu to
raise the legal tender ot silver in Ingland
from £2 to £5. Great importance attaches
to this proposal, as it means that English
£5 notes will be payable in silver.

The document supbmitted by Alfred de
Rothschild recalls the fact’ that the Bank
of England in 1886 obtained the -opinions
of the directors on the subject of bi-metal-
lism and he himself thun gave an opinion
which was published in report of Royal
Commission,

«] refer thereto,” he says, “‘in order
t6 remind you that the question
was seriously discussed not many yeurs ago,
and I felt strongly on the subject then.

I have no reason to regret or modify m
views. 1 have since felt thut a gold stand-
ard in England is an only possible one, and
if we consider that hier whole commerce and
a great part of that of other countries is
carried on by bills of exchun,e on fondon,
which ave naturally payable in gold, it
must be admitted the world generaily trans-
acts business on a gold  basis,
and tha¢ s double standard, with
the exception of a very modified
form, does not exist even in those countries
professing to pay in either metal.

“Whatever - international agreement
shovld be made and whatever ratio should
be established, gold alone will always be
chosen as the favorite mediam of settling
large debts or making large remittances.
1t would be impossible to remit large sums
of silver abroad, owing to the bulk, Gold
would be sent even if it had to be bought at
o premium,

“Apart from other considerations it
seems Lo me that a universal arrangement
of the currency question is impossible. As
the wealth, resources and expenditures of
no two counties are alike; it would be im-
possible to carry on the trade of the world
on & sound stable basis if the debtor was
allowed the option of paying in whichever
currency suited him.

“Aithough I hope that [ have shown
that bi-metallism is impossible in England,
the question arises whether or not it is
possible to extend the use of silver, thereby

stopping a further fall dnd its disastrous
consequences, whereof it is impossible to
foresee. 1 therefore submit the proposal,
not as an absolute lasting remedy, but as o
palliation.”
