That at least is a-fair inferénce, and the
council will be failing in its duty if it
woes not order a thorough investigation
into an affair which-has-been characteriz-
ed by more impudence, lack of good faith’
and general indefiniteness than any other
within our recollection of civic affairs.

Who got the other b5,
and for what were they given ;" The in-
vestigation should extract the.reasod why
the Aqueduct Company fasn’t started
work at the canal as it promised the citi-
zens of Toronto it would start.
