HAS BEST CLAIM,

Interesting: Budget ' by Uncle Sam’s
Authority om Matters Pugilistice--Cor-
bett and His Doffed Title-sSullivan and
the num.gaq Belt—Big Testimonial to
the Young Irishman Proposed im N.X.

Macon McCormack, considered by many
across the line the best authority on mat-
ters pugilistic, writes the following from
New York:

“ Do you consider Peter Maher the cham-
plon of America?’ is the question that has
been put to me 100 times last week. Evi-
dently the inquirers had little faith in the
ability of Jim Corbett to dispose at his
pleasure of the title he acquired in the
{)h;g. My answer to this gquestion has
een ;

‘“ He may be ip ability, but not in fact.
His contest with Steve. O'Donnell was not
for the chgnﬁ)ionsmp; but in view of the
faet that at Hot Springs, in the absence of
Fitzsimmons, Peter was willing and ready
to go into the ring with Corbett and take'
Fitzsimmons’ place, the American public
are very likely to regard his claim to the
title as a valid one, especially as he stands
eager and anxious to fight any one who
disputes his claim to it, especially Bob
Fitzsimmons.”
There Is a movement on foot in New
York to give Maher a great popular demon-
stration, ovation -or reception in Madison
Square Garden €arly next month. He is
to set-to with three or four men, and then
the old champ, John L. Sullivan, is ex-
pected to step Into the ring and formally
present Peter with the diamond-bedecked
gold champion belt which was presented
to him In Boston several years ago.

This presentation is expected to cinch
Maher’s title to the championship and set
at rest all chvilers to it, at least until he
has a chance to settle the vexed question
for good and all in the ring. The Garden
has already been secured for the purpose,
and there will be no difficulty in getting

this city and Brooklyn, but of Boston and
Philadelphia, to spar on the occasion.
There will be no trouble either in packing
the big house from ring to doors with en-
thusiastic admirers of the modest young
Irishman. The onlg difficulty, I opine,
will be in gettin; ullivan to part with
his belt. It is the most valuable circlet
of the kind ever made. Pat Sheedy, who
was Sullivan’s manager at the fime, was
the largest contributor to the fund that
purchased it. Others whom Sullivan
should remember with gratitude also con-
tributed liberally, but all gave with the
announced understanding that tne belt was
to remain Sullivan’s property while he liv-
ed, and was never to be made part or
parcel of the prize of a fight or to be
sold or given away. At the time it was
said that the trophy cost $8,500, but I am
informed on the best of authority that the
sum was really several thousands more
than it cost. Sullivan thinks a good deal
of Peter Maher, and next to himself he
would rather see him champion than any
other man alive, but still I think he will
hesitate before selling his belt, even though
he knows it is for the purpose of decorat-
ing, adorning .and distinguishing his
friend’s loins with the title of ‘“‘champion.”
A week or two will decide the matter.

By the way, since Peter announced him-
self willing to fight any man in the world,
and especially Fitzsimmons, he has had
prompt responses from Frank Slavin and
Joe Choynski. The burly Australian has
posted a forfeit and this, in accordance with
the sticklers for strict ring etiquette, entl-
tles him'to first call on Maher's considera-
tion. I doubt now that He claims the
championship if Peter will pay any more
attention to old-time etiquette than Sulli-
van or Corbett did, He is especlally de-
sirous of wiping out the stigma of-defeat
by Fitzsimmons before tackling any one
else, and for that reason he will make a
match with him before any one else can
get a chance at him, if he can have his
way. He isn’t sanguine, though, of ever
being able to coax Bob into a ring with
him again. A friend of mine who crossed
the Atlantic with him on the Circassia the
last time that Peter came over informs me
that during that trip Maher told him sev-
eral times that he felt certain that Fitz
would never fight him again.

““He knows that I can bate him,” said
Peter, ‘‘ an’ he'll never give me a chance.”
Slavin is willing to fight in London, South
Africa, or Australia, or in this country, if
a place can be had. I think he will havye
to come here if he fights at all. Properly
managed Maher ought to make from $50,-
000 to $100,000 in this country in the next
two years. He had better garner his
financial harvest while he may. In other
words, take advantage of the bright sun-
light that now surrounds him and cure
his grass Into hay before the clouds or
rain come.

Peter Maher Coming.

John J. Quinn, the backer of Peter Maher,
is taking his champion on an exhibition
tour through the chief cities, and will
vigit Toronto under the .auspices of the
Olympic Club at an early date. Hall, who
made a favorable impression here last win-
ter, easily outpointing the Slavins, is the
Irishman’s sparring partner, and with
]ioung Griffo will form the chlef attrac-
tion.

Palmer Defeats Plimmer.
London, Nov. 25.—The fight between
Billy Plimmer -and Palmer at 112 pounds
for a purse of £1500 took place to-night.
The referee stopped the fight in the 14th
round and awarded the battle to Palmer
owing to Plimmer’s brother entering the

ring.

Both men fought fast from the be-
ginning. The first and second rounds were
im Palmer’s favor. The third, fourth and
fifth were pretty even, neither man get-
ting much the better of the other. There-
after Palmer had the advantage In nearly
every round, and in the 14th round, when
the fight was awarded to Palmer, Plimmer
was dazed by the pounding Palmer had giv-
en him.

Another event on the program was a fight
between White and McCoy. The latter
had the advantage in the first six rounds.
Then White picked up and won the battle.

Novelties in Cycledom

The Stanley Cycle Show Is now on at
London, Eng. One of the novelties is the
bitricycle, as it is called. It is similar to
the esafety, but that the front steering
wheel is duplicated. These two front
wheels are placed about six Inches apart,
and on independent axles. The more im-
portant merits claimed for the bitricyele
are immunity from slipping, increased safe-
ty, and more speed with less fatigue.

‘But the great novelty was the Simpson
lever chain. Not since the invention of
the pneumatic tire has there been so much
excitement in the cycle world, or so much
opposition offered to a new departure by
the manufacturers, who fear that they
will be unable to -dispose of their old
gtock. Recently the chain was tested, and
an attempt made to beat the one-mile tan-
dem record of 1 min. 32 secs. The team
rode over a stretch of main road in the
presence of several well-known cyclists,
and although theére was a side wind blow-
ing at the time the men accomplished the
task, the time was officlally returned as
1 min.

T. H. & B, Crossings. .

This morning copiées of a recent or-
der-in-council, passed by the Railway
Committee at Ottawa, relating to the
T., H. and B., were received. The order
makes provision for the closing of
Hughson-street for half a block north
of Hunter. It approves of the railway
crossing city streets, except Hughson-
street; subject to thé provision and
maintenance by the company of gates
and watchmen at MeNab, James and
John-streets, and the observance of
the following conditions:

No engine or tender, passenger or
baggage .car, or any portion thereof,
can stand across James or John-
street; but if the same form part
of a passenger train of greater length
than that distance, it may stand
across John-street for not longer than
three minutes at a time.

In case it is necessary to detain such
a train longer than three minutes, it
must be uncoupled at John-street.

No shunting of engines or cars of
any description to be carried on across
James or John-streets, except under
absolutely unaviodable circumstances
and no freight train to be allowed to
stand on Hunter-street, but only .to
pass along said street.

Hughson-street to be closed for half
a block north from Hunter-street, ex-
clusive of the alleyway, and form part
of the station grounds, the T., H. and
B. to pay compensation to anyone en-
titled thereto.

A Bottle That Can'’t be Refilled.

James O'Donnell, manager of the
blowing department of the glass fac-
tory, corner of Burlington and McNab-
streets, has invented a bottle which
cannot be filled twice, and for which
he ‘has received a patent for Canada
and has applied for one in the United
States. After having been oncefilled
and emptied, water is prevented from
entering the bottle beyond the neck
by an air valve.
