Sir.—We desire to communicate through
you, to the electors of Anvapolis, our
early views and experiences “in regard to
Confederation, and our explanation of our
present hostility to it. The first vote we
ever gave was toconfirm the action of the
party who led us into Confederation, and
with much energy, devoted considerable
time in one of the western wards of the
county, to assist in placing that party in
power again, Our ward considerably in-
creased the Conservative vote; but we
soon found tbat our effort was in vain, for
we have yet to learn that any ward in the
province did so well for the Conservatives,
one county only, having returned a ssps
porter to confederate rule, and that one,
bya conliderlbly reduced support.
Our first im , or the imp
that = we 1hen entertained - of
federation, were that it was a liber-
al  move; that it would open
up & wider field for voluntary co-opera-
tion ; that it would reduce the expense of
governmental machinery ; that it would
open up a larger’ interchange of domestic
commodities, and at the same time make

Con-

that, that apparent progress toward liberty
and freedom, was but the entering wedge
of & despotism and governmental absorps
tion, cunningly arranged to suit an age
and a people that would not tolerate open
oppression. ‘Wo little thought that it was
at that time the mtention of the promoters
of that scheme, to build up & system that
must give to politicians and parliaments,
8 power that would dely the people.
Neither had we any intimation that a war-
fare was to be commenced against foreign
cemmerce, and that in order to do this,
active hostilities were to be commenced
and continued between tbe different in.
dustrial classes, and algo that the stronger
co.operations, as a recompense for the
privilege of preying on the weaker or lees
organized, were fo become supporters of
all plans and contrivances for strengthen-
ing parliamentary force.

Looking at the commercial view of the
question, we find abundant preof, through
late public utterances, that the chief act-
ors in that capture of the individoal liber-
ties of the pcople, intended from th8 very
start, to bring about the very evils which
we have now to contend against; and in
the early years of this confederation, were
acting & most outrageous deception.

Our penple.rebelh'd against high tariffs
when the terms of confederation were fix-
ed, and a uniform tariff of 15 per cent,
was scttled upon. Our people still comw
plained and on the 10th of June, 1868, Sir
John A. McDonald receives a request from
Lord Monk ‘¢ That the government and
parliament of Canada would modify any
arrangewent respecting taxation, or res
specting the regulation of trade and fisher.
ies, which might prejudice the intorests of
Nova Scotia.”

On the 6th of October, 1868, he (Sir
John,) addressed the Hon. Joseph Howe,
as follows : ¢ The Canadian Government
are not only ready, but anxious to enter
upon a frank and full discussion of these
points, and are prepared, in case the pres-
sure of taxation should be shown to be'un-
equal or unjust to Nova Scotia, to relieve
that pressure

They are also ready to discuss
any financial or commercial questions that
may be raiced by the Nova Bcotia govern-
ment or yourself and representatives of
Nova Scotia in the parlinment of theé Do-
minion."”

Protest after protest bas gone up from
the Nova Scotia government, but how little
heeded by this veverable geotleman, (Sir
John.)

he inform us of an utterance at the time
by
press or on the platform, indicating sucha
pelicy ? Neither do we remember since
Sir John’s assurance to the Hon, Joseph
Howe, in 1868, that he desired that Nova
Scotia shiould have no cause to complain
of the bearings of taxation, of aaything
being done to lighten our burden. But
gir, we do know that Montreal and Toronto
have been specially tavored as ports of
entry, Why have goods been allowed to

of the confederation agitation, either

pass through the custom house at Mon.
treal without gnestion, by paying 35 per
cent duty, while in St, John, 40 per cent
has been exacted, and the small importers
of Annapolis County made to pay 48 per
cent on similar goods from the same factory
and at the same time? A government or
system that will give to large importers a
rebate of ten per cent on their 8uties,
should be condemned Ly all right thinking
men. Such cases as these which have
cowe under our observation, and indeed
the whole work of the (so-called) paternal
plan of government bas caused us to des
sire, to at least, make an effort to.rid our-
selves of this rule, and try for something
more in accord with our idea of True
Liberalism.

The Conservative party are s3o wedded to
centralizing, monopolizing systems that
notbing can be hoped for from them, All
the machinery for continuing the same
devices for establishing itself for a long
term of power, stands ready to be used to
its full extent, on the return to supremacy
by the so called Liberal party, consegquently
our repugnance on this score to our politi-

cal connection with the upper provinces

would still remain,
As afirm believer in free trade between all

countries being the policy most consistent

with economy, science, the teachings of
history, morality and conducive to & prox
per appreciation of the christian desire for
« good will to all men,’ we look to this

agitation as likely to bring us much nearer

¢ free trade.’ It is true that we have a trade
with the upper provinces unrestrict-
ed by artific.al barriers, but we are pre-
pared to contend that session is not incon-
sistant with our claim to be broad in our
commercial views of trade, We are pre~
pared to contend that even a competition
which snnihilates industries must be pati-
ently borne by the free trade country, and
in the end be foupd a blessing. That that
which we hold aloft from with superstiti-
ous horror —direct taxation—is the very
best of all means to be employed for colleot~
ing revenue. We are unable to see any
good reason why our trade with the upper
provinces should be ‘shut off by repeal.
Mr. Fairweather, of the St. John Board of
Trade, informed us about 15 months ago,

our forelgn commerce more important.
We were then perfectly satisfied that the
name leernl should be pinned to the es-
cutcheon of our party, we being the party
of liberal progress. Years of experience
since then, in a wider range of commercial

life, and some time devoted to studying
| systems of government, have proved to us

that our wmaritime purchases from the
upper provinces amounted to, then, about
$12,000,000, and that our sales to them
about $4,271,000. As Mr. Fairweather is
a great friend to confederation, we presume.
his estimate was as favorabl to Canada as
the circumstances . would allow, Burely,
if we could gain our independence,

an offer for free trade between ourselvis
and the upper provinges would be accepted
by them. Of course, if with equal frecs
dom in another direction, our trade
takes 8 new course, it will but prove its
superior beuefit to us, and may reduce our
commerce with the upper provinces,unless
they show their ability to compete with
others, Tt will not be a hard matter to
obtain reciprocal trade with England, as
they already take from us over $2,275,000
anoually, on which she charges no duty,
we have but to treat her in the same way
and free trade is established between uvs
and them. With the Uuited States, as we
already sell to them (from Nova Scotis)
over } ‘& million of dotlars worth of our
commodities more than we buy from
them, a large part of which pays no duty,
they would have little excuse for continu.

ing the exclusion policy against usif they
sev us marching in the direction of free
trade. How much the hands of the free
traders of the United States would be
strengthened at the present time in their
efforts to open their markets for our Jom-
ber, fish, potatoes, wool, coal, etc,, if we
were in a position to show them our wil
lingness to reciprocate. It is sheer non-
sense to contend that free trade with new
England would but open their markets for
our agricultural products, and raw materi~
als, and give to them markets for their
higher developed industries, We would
do then as we do now (except when miss
directed by designing demagogues) persue
those courses of production most io accord
with our circumsiances, Time and pros-
perity for our primary industries will soon
enough open up more varied enterprise to
a people quite ready for change.

We know ‘of no obstacle, except tariff
barriers, to us selling buckets, wash boards,
cloths pins, doors, sashes and window
frames in Boston, Portland and New York.
Why should harnesses be made in Augusta
or Bangor, Maine, for Boston jobbers to
distribute through the west in preference
to Bridgetown, N. 8.7 the material for the
manufacture of which has to be gathered
from Buffalo, New York, Newark, New
Jersey, Providence, R I.,and other points
in the Union. Trunks to supply Boston'as
well in Annapolis as in Bangor? Bricks to
supply Boston as well in Annapolis as in
any part of the United States? Horse
pails, St. John manufacture, have been
smuggled ¢ across the lice’ for years, from
New Brunswick, the same may be said of
blank books, matches, etc. Our woollen
industries are suffering for a market such
as the United States can afford. New
Brunswick sent to the T/nited States in the
fiscal year of 1883 and 1884, extract of
bemlock bark to the value of $188,657,and
of grindstones, $34,285. In that same
year we sent from this same province $31,-
952 of steel goods, principally skates, If
all this can be dene, hampered as we are
by insane restrictive policies, what might
we do with freedom from barbarous usages?
We would open the doors for prosperity
through a liberal trade with the United
States, trade with Canada continued if
they wish it (and we ree no reason why
they should not), and English fair traders
silenced so far as we are respousible,

Terrible Experience.

PASSAGE OF A CHICAGO RZXPRESS TRAIN
THROUGH A CYCLONE.

PrrrsBure, Pa., May 15, 1886,—The
Chicago express on the Fort Wayne rail-
way had a rough experience passiog
through the tornado which struck eastern
Obio last night. The lightning flashed
continuously from tbe time the train left
Fort Wayne at 8 p. m., and the rain de-
scendcd almost solidly until Lima, O.,
was passed. The ladies, of whom quite a
number were op the train, were greatly
frightened, while the gentlemen were too
much scared to be of much service to them.
The train passed Forest, O., 229 miles
west of Pittsburg, about 10.35 o'olock.
About three miles from Kiaby the storm
was at its height. ~Suddenly there wasa
dull roar in the distance, and then a
cyclone tore across the level plain on the
south side of the track, and catching a tree
tore it up by the roots and flung it across
the cars.

Oune limb struck the locomotive and
caught the cowcatcher, while another fell
on the platform and steps of the first car
and demolished it. Other branches smash-
ed in the windows along the three ordin-
ary cars and the two Pullman sleepers.
Telegraph poles came down at the same
time, and rocks and bushes flew through
the air in a fearful scurry. The car win-
dows were smashed to pieces, cracked and
splintered, and the glass flew in every di.
rection. The train kept on the rails, and
the enginecer, applying the air brakes,
brought it to a stand.still within 200
yards. Every passenger was in a paroxysm
of fear. The storm continued. The air
was still filled with flying branches and
stones, while the flashes of electricity,
liberated from the clouds, intensified the
horror of the scene,
Though every window in the sleepers
¢« Badou’' and * Salamanis” was fractured
and almost every pane in the other coachs
es, it is remarkable that very few passen-
gers were hurt,  Mr. C. C. Bow, a mer-
chant of Canton, O, was in his berth in
the sleeper ‘* Salamanis,’’ when the tree
shivered the glass above him and he re~
ceived one piece under the right eye with
such force that the eye was literally cut
out. Aladyin the car who . refused to
to give her name, was also cut, though not
so seriously, in the face, A few others
had their hands cut.
The roofs of the cars were not much
damaged, but the locomotive boiler was
dented in several places, and the smoke-
stack wes knocked off. After about an
hour's delay the train started again, and
in due time reached Cresline without fur-
ther accident,

A Grear Drive. — An old stage driver
who lives in Truro, in giving the Hali?
fax Herald some remniscences of his
life, alluding to a feat performed by a
horse once owned by him that would
be bard to beat : —

« Well, one Saturday 1 had had driven from
Weymouth to Yarmouth, fifty miles. At night
I received a letter saying my contract had
been lled, and that tendeérs for a new
contract were called for the following Tues-
dsy. Ifed my herse—apd no finer animal
ever saw daylight—turaed round and by noon
the next day,Sunday, I had reached Kent-
ville. It wasa drive that has never been
rivalled, before or since ; the beast had trav-
elled over 220 miles within 30 hours. How
long did he live after that? Well, I sold him
to an American seven or eight years after.
wards for $500—the highest ever paid in Nova
Seotia for a horse up to that time. He was
sired by a Percheron out of a thoroughbred
Awmerican mare. Ile was the first Percheron
ever brought to the provinces, and if his
breed had been continued, Nova Scotia would
tosday be annually exporting to the States
and upper provinces, horses realizing their
raisers hundreds of thousands of dollars.

AN Hisroric Wgeck. — Provincetown,
Mass., May 29.—An ancient wreck, report-
ed as baving been exhumed by the ses,
near Peaked Hill Bars life station, is with.
out doubt that of the Somerest, a British
man-of- war of 64 guns. She todk part in
in the battle of Bunker Hill, covering the
landing of the English soldiers at Char- .
lestown, After the evacuation of Boston
she went south, but resappeared with
other ships one day in November, 1778,
chasiog the French teet. Encountering
a heavy north.cast gale oft Cape Cod she
was driven ashore a wreck, Several of
her crew of 480 men were drowned, but
the larger part were Captured, by the
Continential militia and marched to Boston
as prisoners of war, The ship was looted
by the inhabitants of Provincetown and
Trure and her gunsand ammunition turned
over to the continental .army. Relic
hunters visit her daily for mementoes, and
a large piece has been sent to Memorial
ball, Plymouth. Traces of her port holes
are still visible, also the 22 foot dnught
mark on her massive stem.
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VicTuALLING A StEAMER—Few persons
are aware of the extensive nature of vice
tualling on board the great ocean steamers.
Each vessél is provisioned as follows for
the passengers and crew : Three thousand
five hunared pounds of butter, 3,000 hame,
1,600 pounds of biscuit, exclusive of those
supplied for the crew ; 8,000 pounds of
grapes, almonds, figs, and other dessert
fruits ; 1,500 pounds of jams and jellies;
