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A Strange Sect.

A correspondent of the Sack ville Port 
■Ays that there is at Gape Traverse a sect 
of the Macdonaldites, or as they are more 
generally called, “Shakers.” This sect 
traces its origin to one Macdonald, who 
broke away from the Scottish kirk nearly 
a century ago, and, banding about him a 
few followers, established a denomination 
on the Island, which has grown to large 
proportions in the past quarter century. 
While it is ever in bad form to smile at 
things religious, yet a person unaccustomed 
fc> the service cannot possibly follow it and 
not smile. The men and women sit on 
different sides of the sanctuary, and no 
matter what ties may exist, be they of kin 
or sentiment, this rule is irrevocable. The 
choir consists of several elderly gentlemen 
—the young members being excluded, also 
all ladies—who in a peculiar nasal dirge 
intone the psalm after the leader lines it 
No instrument is permitted in the church. 
The service consists of a sermon, several 
hymns, and concludes with a prayer by one 
of the brethren. It is in the latter feature 
of the meeting that the ‘shaking* is done. 
The worthy brother arises, clasps his hands, 
and without preamble, commences to 
deliver a stock prayer which, judging from 
the rapidity of his utterances, has done 
duty many times before. He writhes in 
apparent agopy as he condemns the action 
of what he terms “the filthy rags of 
humanity flaunting in the soul-destroying 
breeze of sin.” His hair becomes dis­
ordered, his garments deranged ; and he 
does his utmost to affect his hearers. They , 
cry “Glory !” “Hallelujah?” and throw 
their arms about, knocking off hats and 
going through a wild kind of dance, which 
usually ends in their falling to the floor 
through nervous excitement, 
while the praying elder is shaking with 
emotion, now and then scolding in a deep 
bass voice, and beseeching in a high tenor, 
yet all in a monotonous nasal tone, which is 
mirth-provoking, however solemn.

Separating Cream From Milk.

The methods of separating the cream 
from the milk are three in number, viz. the 
deep pail system, the shallow pan system 
and the centrifugal creamer.

The deep pail system is derived from the 
method which has beea common in Sweden 
for many years, and which is there known 
as the Schwartz method. It is based on 
the fact that the rapid cooling of the milk 
to a low temperature, and the maintenance 
of this temperature, cause the entire 
separation of the cfceam in a few hours ; 
the lower the temperature, the more rapid 
being the separation. There are several 
kinds of apparatus in use adapted for this 
system. The use of water from a per­
manently cold spring, or of ice, is necessary 
under this system. The use of this method 
of raising cream is rapidly extending, and 
is indispensable in the management of a 
public creamery.

The shallow pan system is the most used, 
and is practically universal in private farm 
dairies ; it has the advantage of 
ience and simplicity, and under the best 
conditions of practice is quite as effective 
in every way as the deep pail system. No 
water or cooling is required ; but some 
method of heating is des table in the winter. 
An airy, dry, deep cellar, with thick walls, 
and well constructed, furnishes every desir­
able or requisite condition for raising the 
cream under this simple system.

The centrifugal is a comparatively new 
introduction in the business of dairying ; 
but its value and adaption for the econo­
mical and effective working of dairies, 
large or small, are boundless. The machine, 
which separates on the principle that 
trifugal force in a confined vessel, properly 
constructed, will throw the denser and 
heavier particles of a fluid to the outer 
circumference, and thus compel the lighter 
particles to seek the centre, is really the 
adaptation of the principle of gravity to 
horizontal position, compelling the lighter 
particles to rise to the, top and the heavier 
ones to sink to the bottom, so to speak, by 
the exercise of this force being exerted 
horizontally instead of perpendicularly. 
Like all the other operations of natural 
dynamic laws, it is exceedingly simple.— 
American Agriculturist.

Those farmers who are looking 
around for really good cows know how dif­
ficult it is to buy one, when found, at a 
price they can afford to pay. Yet they 
frequently keep “ looking around ” for 
several years, when they might, in the same 
time, have raised several choice cows them­
selves. Of course it takes time to rear a 
good-sized herd of profitable cows, but this 
expenditure of time is only in lieu of the 
money expenditure absolutely necessary to 
purchase a desirable animal. As a farmer 
usually can spare the cash, it is easy to see 
what is the best course to pursue. There 
are but few farmers who do not now have
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butcher. Many a farmer wishes he had 
commenced five or six years ago. He does 
not think that he will likely say the same 
thing five or six years hence, yet does not 
commence new. Good, pure-bred bulls 
have now become so well distributed, that 
the use of one can usually be secured with­
out much difficulty, while a good bull* calf 
can be had from such stock, eligible to 
entry, for a comparatively low price.

For 70 
or 80 feet forward the bulwarks and sides 
have disappeared nearly to the kelsen, and 
all that connects this part of the vessel 
with her amidships section is the keel, and, 
above it, the enormous shaft which, with 
its caseing removed, lies exposed to view. 
Her bows have also disappeared complete­
ly. Of course her masts, her funnels, and 
her paddle wheels have all gone long ago. 
Viewed closely by means of a boat, a vivid 
realisation of her immense strength can be 
formed. Everything is massive and solid, 
and we are informed that the places form­
ing both her inner and outer skin—for the 
fhe Great Eastern was built with a 
plete outer casing—are a? good as when 
they were originally put in. It is this 
obvious strength and thoroughness of work­
manship and material that makes her 
demolition all the more pitiful—Pall Mall 
Gazette.
