Let me again remind my readers that a special meeting of
the above Assooiation will take place at Quebes on the 14th
of April instant. In times like these, when all sorts of farm
produce have fallen to such low figures, and particularly when
the products of the daity arc alwost unsaleable, I can cou-
ceive of no means more likely to tend towards the ultimate
resusoitation of the prosperity of our farmers than the confe-
rences and conversations which ocour in the anuual speoial
wectings of such assooiations as the one in question. Taere,
at Quebeo, will be gathered together all the experts of the
dairy industry,fully charged with the results of their researches
during the past year. Questions will abouud, and answers to
the questions will, doubtless, set at rest many a balancing
mind. For the answers will not proceed from amateurs, or
from unskilled practitioners, but from men whose lives aro
devoted to the working out of problems on the resolution of
which depend the prosperity and the very existence of the
agriculture of the province,

For it is no exaggeration to say that withont great improve-
ment in the making of butter and cheese, we shall fall 1nto
the rear. Every despateh I receive from Burope tells me
that Denmark and Normandy are ganing such a footing in
the English market that no dairy produce not of the best
quality can hope to enter into competition with them. Already
the English arc beginning to cease makiog the inferior sorts
of cheese, preferting to keop their season’s make until Febro-
ary, rather than to manufacture a poorer though a quicker
ripening kind.

As for our English-speaking farmers, many of whom do
oot understand the French language, I am c:apowered to say
that particular pains will be taken to translate, vivd voce, all
the more important parts of the addresses into English,so that
they may sharc in the information afforded by the different
