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of Truth against Error—of Christinn Fath agamst Un-
hetief. and what in many cases was much worse, mis-belief.
But. long, long ago, she allowed herself to be overcame
with an insatinble desire for power ; and, in allowing this
desire to dominate her, she fuled to exercise the shghtest
charity or forbearance towards other branches of Chrst's
Caurch, whose charter was as valid as her awn,  Her want
of toleration manjiested itseli in many crnel and un-Chrpist-
like ways @ and, eventually, the other members of Christ's
family felt themselves compelled. as i their corporate capa-
city, to separate themselves from her. But even this alien
ation of many who, but for these hideous abuses. would
still have been in fellowship with her,—cven this severance
of ancient tes, has not produced any radical change in her
methods. of operation, as the centuries have rolled by, She
stitl persists in her adherence to the narrow privaple of
“Aut Caesar, aut pullus,”  Lately she has expressed a de
sire for re-union—(which ts much to be deswed, 1ot s
baged on true principles), as, {or example. m the letter,
with the papal imprimatur attached @ but, i that fetter, she
plainly shows that what she wants s stnply to absorb the
whole Anglo-Catholic Church. and make it mote or less
subgervient to her arrogant and tyrannical dictates.

“To the Pope’s letter. many Anglican theologians have
individually replied through the medium of the press ; and,
during the last few months, the whole question has bheen
carciully and ably discussed in cevery communuy of Eng-
lish-speaking people.  Now, the two Archbhishops, of Can-
terbury and York: have, in their ofiicial capacity, semt o
Rome a reply to the Pope’s letter.

Both Dr. Temple and Dr. Maclagan ave singularly fitted
for this task, without exception one of the most delicate,
and most important, of this century’s problems,  Their let-
ter. which, like that of the Roman Pontiff, was written in
Latin, is a wisec document, pregnant with sound learning.
bristling with unanswerable arguments, and showing an inti-
mate scquaintance with all the details of the case.  Per-
haps some may icel themselves too rusty in Latin scholar-
ship to tackle an intelligent perusal of the document in the
original. For them. more than one cxcellent transhition
has been previded : and, this being so. it must be the bhoun-
den duty of every good Churchman, lay and clerical, to pro-
curc the same, and carcinlly weigh this clear and able and
anthoritative proncuncement of the two Archbishops.

They have not spoken to the Pope only. but to *“ihe
wheale body of Bishops of the Catholic Chureh.”  They go
oni the ground that the Anglican branch of the Church has
suffered wrong at the hands of the Bishop of Rome, and <o
they appeal to the whole episcopate. They do not. how-
cver, show the sligincst sign of resentient ; they do not
utter anything of the nature of a passionate appeal : but
quictly, and with logic and learning, that are irresistible 10
the unbiagsed mind, they “make plain for all time our doc-
trine about Ioly Orders. Al throughout. they show the
greatest. respect for their “venerable brother. Pope ILeo
XITT ;™ but, they are carciul to point out to him the uuer
fallacy of .the arguments he uses in his letter, and: they

bid him beware of the dangers of the course on which he

has entercd.

The world has been flovded of late with talk about the
unity of the Church.  Sometimes it is spoken of as if it
were uterly non existent, as if it were to be called [into
bemg by some ngenious combination of human poliey
Semetimes at is freated as if it could not even be marred
w0 that all who (o conform to an arbitrary standard of
uity must be regarded as  aliogether  exterior to the
Church, 1o the Encyclical of the English Archbishops we
we exemplhified the truer conception  There 15 an abiding
indesttuctible unity of the Church—the unity of the undivid-
i episcopate—and couscions of this the Primates lay their
case before ail the Bishops of the world as their brethren.

ishiops. recogmang the read devotion of Leo NIIT to the
Catst of prace and unity, wish 1o make known to all men
therr equal zeal for the same holy cause  They acknow-
Laee the good will of the Pope ; they find much that is
vy trie in his varions Letters Apostolie. “For the dii-
furence of debate between us and him arises from a diverce
witerpretation of the seli-same Gospel, which we all believe

and honor as the only true one.”™  But they pass judgment
upon the inveterate error of the Roman Church. the sub-
stitntion of the visible head for the invisible Christ, which
“will rob iis good woardz of any fruit of peace.”

Our space, howerver, will not allow us to say more of this
important document : we can only strongly commend it o
the carciul perusal- of our readers.
