It is a great pleasure to us Lo have the
opportunity of publishing this Charge, o
that. thuse who heard 1t and many others
may be able to read it forthemselves. The
reader will observe that many works have
been consulted and quoted ; weo greatly
regret that we have not been able to give
monr GAZETTE the relcrences whieb oceur
in the original.

Some of you will remember, My
Reverend Brelhien, that the subject of
our visitation Charge, in 1894, was the
gieat mysterious fact of the Presence
ol Christ in the Holy Eucharist; and
vou may remember {oo, how I then
said, there were certain other aspects
of this most Holy Service, which we
must consider at some future time.

It will therefore be with the chief
of these other aspects, that I propose,
in all reverence, to deal to-night.

I propose, viz., to show, that, besides
discerning  the Lord’s  Body, besides
tecognizing  consequently our Lord’s
true Presence in His lioly  Mystery,
and besides offering 1o our dear Lord
who comes invisibly into our midst an
Act of lowly adoration and praise, we
must see in the  Holy Eucharist our
Chiistian & ccrifice, and we must pre-
sent, and plead that Sacrifice for our
gelves and for the whole Church of
God.

And T propose, my Reverend Breth-
ren, to bring this great and mysterious
subject before yvou, just as I did the
subject of four yvears ago. Yes! after
selting forth what we mean our
ILucharistic Sacrifie> T will show vou:

(1). Upon what Scripture authority
this teaching of the Holy Catholic
Church distinetly  rests.

(2). Hew the early Fathers received
these  Scriptures, and what  they
taught.

3). How this Catholic teaching.be-
came overlaid by false and supersti-
tious additions in the middle ages.

(h. How the true teaching was
providentially prescrved in the reform-
ed Service Books of  the English
Church.

(3). What has been the teaching of
our best known Anglican Divines.

First of all, then, T shall begin by re-
minding vou, my Reverend Brethren,
that throughout the Bible, from be-

ginning lo end, the great and divinely
orderet means, by which sinners are
permitied to approach a pure and holy
God, is sel forth and called by the
uane ol Sacrifice!  As regards the Old
‘Cestament, there is no need to offer
proof of this, for all Christians are
agreed that in the old deys men ap-
proached their Maker by offering sac-
ritices, and that these sacrifices derived
their real virtue from the inesiimable
Sucrifice of a Deliverer te come, even
our dear Lord and Saviour, Jesus
Christ. But there are many modern
Christians, who think, that, when tlese
sacrifices were fultilled in the great
Sacrifice of the Cross, there was from
that moment an end to the system of
approaching God by offering sacrifices;
and they consequently teach, that now
there is no sacrifice, properly so-called,
and that there is therefore now no Al-
far and no Priest; and they hold, that
1o insist, that we still have a sacrifice
to offer. tends to lead men te think,
that something more is necessary, bhe-
youd the infinite and all prevailing
Sacrifice of the Cross.

Now, if this were true, my Reverend
Brethren, then we might indeed hesi-
tate to assert, that our system of re-
ligion is still sacrificial, for the very
root. of Christianity is, that our Salva-
tion depends upon the fact, that the
Sacrifice of the Cross is a full, perfect
and sufficient Sacrifice for the sins of
the whole world. But if to believe,
that we have still a sacrifice to offer,
depending upon and referring back to
the Sacrifice of the Cvoss, takes nothing
whatever from that infinite Sacri-
fice bul is rather tiwe appointied and
only way of adeguately setting forth
ithe Sacrifice of the Cross, ‘‘as the
great magnet of attraction,” which
alone has power to draw all hearts”
unto Christ crucified, then we must dis-
miss from our minds all our natural
prejudices, and try and see whether,
and in what sense the Holy Commui -
ion is our Christian Sacrifice, and we
must learn cach oite of us to present
and plead that Sacrifice in behalf of
ourselves, of our people, and of the
whole Church of God.

But before we go further, pray let
me say at vnee, that we must not lim-
it our idea of the term sacrifice to an
immolation, 1o a sacrifice, i.e., with
Blood; and we must make it clear,
that we do not dream of “‘any renewal
at our Altars of the sad and bloody
Sacrifice on the Cross; such a notion
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
