plans of quiet kindness and thoughtful
consideration for others; punctuality,
and method, and true aim in the order-

_ing of each day—these are the active
developments of holy life, the rich and
divine mosaics of which it is com-
posed.

What makes yon green hill so beau-
tiful? Not the outstanding peak or
stately elm, but the bright sward which
clothes its slopes, composed of innum-
erable blades of grass. Itis of small
things that a great life is made up.
