United States Quarantine.

be signed by the President. As siready exe
plaiged in these columne, this measure makes
it unlawial for any merchant ship or other ves.
sel from any foreign port or place to enter any
port of the United States except in accordance
with its provisions, and with such rules and
regulations of state aud municipal heslth au.
thorities as may bo made in pursuance of or
consistent with it, under a penalty not exceed.
ing 5,000, and provides that every vessel at
any foreign port clearing for any port or place
in the United States shall barequired to obtain
from the United States consular officer of the
port of departure, or fiom the municipsl officer
where such officer has been detailed by the
President for that purpose, a bill of health, in
detail, in the form prescribed by the S:cretary
of the Treasury, setting forth the sanitary
history and coundition ot the vessel, and that
it has in sll respects complied with the rules
presctibed for securing the best sanitary condi-
tion of tho vesscl It further gives the decre-
tary power to remand infected veasels arriviog
at apy port not provided with proper facilities
for treatment to tho nearest national or other
quarantine station, and to direct vessels to ua-
dorgo quarautine atstate or local atations where
sufficient quarantine provision has been made,
gives the President power to suspend immigra.-
tion in certain cases, and directs the Marine
Hospital Service to co.operato with and sid
state and municipal boards of health in the
oxecution and enforcement of the rules and
regulations mado by tho Seoterary of the Treas

Oanal Tolls for 1893,

An oxtra of tho Canada Gaz tto issucd to-day
gives the tariff of canal tolls fur the coming
soason as follows: For the scason of 1893 tho
canal tolls for passaga of the followiog food pro-
duots, wheat, Iadian corn, peas, barley, rye,
oats, flax seed and buckwheat, for passage east-
ward through the Welland canal, shall be ten

cents per ton, and for passage eastward through
the St. Lawrence canal only ton cents per ton ;
tho payment of raid tolls of ten cents per ton
for passage through the Wellaud caual to ca-
titlo these products to free passage through the
St. Lawrenco canals, This removes all dis.
crimination against the United States, Last
{:oar all grain transshipped at Ogdensburg,

. Y., paid 20c per ton, and in regard to ship-
ments to Montreal the Government made a ro
bate of 180 per ton. Now gram will be trans.
shipped at Ogdensburg, the toll only being tea
cents, the same rate without any rebate bein_
lavied on all shipments to Montreal. This
arrangement means that Canadians this year
pay ten cents per ton instead of two cents as
last year. The discriminating toll imposed up.
on Canadian shipping at the Sault Canal, by
the United States, will, it is understood, now
be removed.

Mnntraalit;ard of Trads,

At the recent aunual meeting of the Mon-
treal board of trade, President I3, B. Groen-
shields made a very lengtby aund interesting
address, Being the 50th auniversary of the
formation of the board, he said that the coun.
cil had thought it a proper time to give a his
tory of ths board, and this would be found in
tbe annnal report for 1892,

Referring to the trade of the city, he said s
“Taking a brief glauco at the trade returns of
Montreal, wefind that theexportsia 1892 wers
£45,600,000.00, six millioos more than in 1891,
and in that year they were seven millions
more than in 1890. The imports were a little
less in 1892 than in 1891.  The ocean tourage
in 1892 was 1,036,000 and number of vessels
735, against 938,657 tons and 725 vesselsin
1891. The year 1892 is the firat in the history
of the &)ort. when the tonnage exceeded 1,000,-
000 and the exports were over $45,000,000. I
may also mention that in 1891 the va'ue of
manufactured goods was $72,000,000. Thirty
years ago it was $5,000,000° The revenue of
the city in 1891 was $2,440,000. In 1844, two

eara after the Board of Trade was incorporated,

it was $98,360. ‘Lho tigures show the rapid
gro(;v:k of the city of MNontreal and of its
trade.

The Patruniziilg Merchant

Just that and
vothing elee, Simplicity is the most charming
of all qualities and is and always has been pos.
sessed by the men and women that the world
doems great, The simplo man is natural and
is possessed of a suavity whichisreal. Assumed
suavity is gonerally made up of butnptiousness
and is as different from the inherent quailty as
the sweot violet is different from tho violet of
tho millinery counter.

The bumptuous merchant in bhis vanity
reckons himself somewhat of a philanthropist,
His bobavior tuwards his customers is offensive
to thoso amongst them who aro of a kecen or
sensitive nature. In his overweening vanity
he reokons himsclf the patron and the quatomer

the beneficiary. Every action of his conve
that exprossion. When ho is sympathotio he
is condeacondingly 8o; heartiness is luring and
ofton vulgar; his iosincerity is apparent, for
humanity is a distinctive judge of disposition
and character. The patronizing merchant is a
humbug.—Exchange.

Aluminum,

The advance in the number and variety of
uscs to which aluminum is being turned day
after day is extraordinary. ‘Tho motal was
practically not kunown until the present cen.
tury was six or soven years old; and aluminum
works were not started until 1859, when an
humble plant was ereoted in England fer the
manufacture of the metal. It had a struggle
for existence until 1885, when it collapsed.

That same year, woweser, slaminum manu-
facture was commenced both in Germany and
in the United States, and in both countries it
has flourished greatly. It is what is known as
the ‘‘Cowles patont” process that was started
originally here, the process being & reduction
of the metal from alumina under tho intense
heat of eolectric currents. For the lnast four or
five ycars, a second company known as the
Pittsburg Reduction Company, has been in
operation in tho same manufacture. Both of
those companies, we understand, are going to
make oxhibits at the Chicago Expasitivn; and
the alaminum display will probably yield in
interest to nothiog shown at the Fair, -

Larga quantities of the motal are nsed fer
soldiera’ accoutrements, both infautry and cav.

The grill-work arouud the elevator shafts
and along the hallways of the now Venetian
aud Monadnock L i!dings in Chicago are of
aluminum. It saves puidsiirg ..d washing,
and only an occasional dusting is required to
keep it clean and bright. A Chicago dealer
has ﬁiven an order for the manufacture of 20,-
000 kodak cameras of the new metal, which
will be lighter and stronger than those ordin.
arily made. Bicycle wheuls have been made
of it; but they are not strong enough when
constructed of unalloyed metal, and the alloy
of another metal adds weight.

A company has Leen formed in East St.
Louis for the manufacture of alumioum table
ware, and they expect that their venture will
be an immense success.— Price Current,

Pork Packing and Provisions,

The marketing of hogs the past week has
been very light, indicating a total of bat 190,
030 handled by Western packers, which com.
pares with 270,000 the preceding week, and
315,000 last yenr—making a total of 4,140,000
since November 1, againat 6,985,000 a year ago
—a decrease of 125,000 for the week, and 2,
845,000 for tho season, compared with last
year. Tho quality of hogs is unusually vari-
able, with a largo proportion of light weight
and youngstock, Pricesare farther advanced,
reachiog as high as §8.65 at Chicsgo, where
there is a premium being paid over other mar-.
kots, to securo supplies from the small offerings
now availahle. While the receipts at Chicago
continue small the ship-nents from that point
have heen well maintained, leaving a limited
number for local killing.—Cincinnati Price
Current
