Rensuard in a chapter on the state of Hygiene in the mid-
dle ages thus writes : “The govarnments being entirely oc-
cupied with the.care of maintaining and extending their power;
never or very ravely inquired into what concerned public
Health.” The same remarks would apply with equal force in
this year of grace 1875 to the Government of the Dominion of
‘Canada. For two successive sessions Dr. Brouse has moved
for the appointment of & sanitary Bureau, the amediate ob-
ject being to collect statistics before attempting sanitary legis-
lation. On both occasions he has been told thar there are dif-
fienlties in the way ab p*esent and requested to m}hdmw his
motion. Not equally faint hearted do we find thé " “DrIsradli
government at home, but with a couragé that does them honor
they are preparing to grapple in earnest with the great ques-
tion of public Health. It is noticed in “The Hour” that seve-
‘ral amendments have besn proposed to Mr. Cross’ 37Bill, he-has,
Xgivéver; since engrafted many of the suggestions, and the al-
lerations now made, will go far to correct the imperfections

‘originally visible i it.
