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+rifling cause; and yet only a small portion of the residents of the
city know anything of the case.

Under the circumstances we consider it remarkable that the
members of our profession are so careless about insuring against
accidents. . The great majority insure their property against fire,
while only a small proportion, so far as our information goes to
-show, insure.their bodies against accidents. We believe this should
not be the case, because a broken thigh is quite as serious a matter
both for a doctor and family as the destruction of a portion of his
property by fire’; while death from an accident is as great a cala-
mity from a money point of view as the destruction of his house
.and furniture. We think, therefore, that every physician without
independent means should carry an accident policy ; and, at the
-same time, should be careful to deal with a reliable company, and
‘have due regard to special clauses relating to septiceemia. In ex-
pressing these views with reference to accident insurance we have
no desire to.ignore the question of life insurance, which is of para-
mount importance. The receipt of twenty-five or fifty dollars a
week by a physician who is incapacitated for work through an acci-
dent is rather comforting to the fafnily. All things considered, we
would be inclined to give life insurance first place, and, at the same
:time, give the accident insurance a good second. :
