In 1841 a few of the p'onminent lioio(-
opathie physicianîs of the Ulnited States
net and organized the A merican Institute
of Homoathy -a society de voted to the
inîterests of science and having for its
object the extension of the Hoimæeopatlhic
systein of muedicine. Fromn a smnall
begaining the institute lias grownî until
now it lias 2,000 members in good stand-
ing, and is r'ecogii'zed as a powErful medi-
cal orgaization. This year the annual
meeting was hield at Richllield Springs-a
beautiful suninier resort iear Otsego
Lake, ithe old home of James Feiiaiore
Cooper. There was a large attendance
of ieibers and visitors, over 700 beinig
present during the sessions. The social
life of the Institute vas made very
interesting, and the ladies preseit were
r'oyally entertained by a citizens' coin-
nittee. The scientific meetings were
well attended by the members, and
interesting and valuable discussions were
held on nateria niedica, clinical medi-
cine, sanitary science, surgery, obstetirics
and every brandi of medicine.

''here vas a1 decided sentiment in favor
of holding ie Institute at Montreal at
soie future date. The assembling of
several hun dred promninent Hlomœoaopathic
physicians in tbis city would certainly be
a good t hing for our school, and would,
of course, be a great advantage to Mont-
real. This matter should not be left
entirely to the physicians, w'ho would
tind the task of eiitertainiing so larre a
nunmber too great.

They would t ell hiim lie could have
the case and they would quit ; and the
termination of the case would fail to
verify their unfavorable prognosis."

This is good uiiprejudiced testiiony
fromn a doctor of the reeular school who
is broad enougli and nise enough to vant
the truth wherever it imay comle from.
