Report of meeting “held on the 30th of August.

Present: His Worship the Mayor, Ald. Dandurand, chair-
man, N. Lapointe, Bastien, Roux, Dubeau, Emard, Gar-
ceau, 0’Connell and Boyd.

The minutes of the last meeting were read and confirm-
ed.

1.—The Superintendent of the City Hall appeared before
the Committee and asked for definite instructions in con-
nection with the installation to be made for refreshments,
on the evening of the reception, the 8th of September next.

Resolved: That the Superintendent be instructed to place
tables for refreshments along the corridor in the upper part
of the building.

2.—It was

Resolved: That a sub-committee composed of Ald. Bas-
tien, Roux and Dubeau, be authorized to perfect all the ne-
cessary arrangements for the disposal of the City Hall
windcows on the day of the procession of the Eucharistic
Congress and also to build a stand in frent of the City Hall
for the City employees and their families, provided the
cost of same does not exceed $200.

3—The same sub-committee and the City Hall Superin-
tendent were authorized to have a gang-way built from the
Champ de Mars to the City Hall so as to facilitate the ac-
cess to vehicles on the evening of the reception.

4 —His Worship the Mayor informed the Committee that
the Duke of York Hussars offered to act as escort to His
Eminence the Cardinal Legate provided the City agrees to
pay the cost of the hire of horses for the men, which will
amount to about $200.

Resolved: That the said offer be accepted with thanks.

5.—The Chairman informed the Committee that the offi-
cers of the Mount St-Louis regiment offered their services
gratuitously for the evening of the reception.
