I have the honour ta acknowledge receipt of your letter of to-day's date
Lich reads as follows:

"Excellency,
I have the honour ta propose, on behaif of the Government of Canada,

it a programme of exehange of information in defence science be established
;ween France and Canada in order to promote research concerning the
renice of our two countries.

The fields of defence science and the specific projects ta which this
'angement is applicable shail be those mutually agreed upon by the Chair-
n of the Defence Research Board on behaif of Canada and the Inspecteur
rFabrications et Programmes d'Armement on behaif of France, Who will

ablish the detailed arrangements for the exchange of defence science infor-
tion ta such extent as is permissible under the laws of their respective
Litrles.

The undertakings pursuant ta thîs arrangement shall be known as: "Can-
1-France Defence Science Information Exchange Programme". The activity
scientifie interchange within a particular and designated field of defence
ýnce shail be known as: "Canada-France Defence Science Information
ýhange Project"l.
Subject to the proviso in Paragraph 5, there will be a full exchange of

ýntiRic and technîcal information on the designated subjects ta which both
tltries consîder this arrangement applicable. Either country will arrange
request for mutually agreed representatives of the other country ta have
ess ta establishments, or other places where the scientific activity or agreed
jects are being carried out, for the purpose of obtaining a complete disclosure
information on those projects.
The Government o! Canada and the Government of France recognize that

rlctions may be plaoed on the exchange of certain information where a
d1 organization or country not a party ta this Agreement may be the
"inator. Exchange of such information wihl be contingent upon the approval
'he third party conoerned.
In turn, neither country will release information received under this

L'ement ta a third organization or country without priar consent of the
1,inator.
Existing and potential proprietary rights, where applicable, will be pro-

ýed ini accordance wlth the laws of either country, and no use will be made
riformation which endangers these rlghts without prior agreement of the
iator. The orlginator's prier agreement will be obtained bef are any

wSrnation is used for non-military purposes. Information covered by sueh
Pitry rights will be exchanged between the two countries under arrange-

Itu and procedures agreeable to bath.
