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(c) that the airline shal flot hold itself out to the public by advertisement
or otherwise as providing a service which originates at the point where
the change of aircraft is made, unless otherwise permitted by the
Annex to this Agreement-,

(d) that in connection with any one aircraft flight into the territory in
which the change of aircraft is made, only one flight may be made out
of that territory unless authorized by the Aeronautical Authority of
the other Contracting Party to operate more than one flight.

(2) Neither Contracting Party wiIl permit its designated airline to change
gauge at the hast intermediate point before arrivai in the territory of the
other Contracting Party.

1 have the honour to propose that, if the foregoing amendments are acceptable
to your Government, this Note, which is authentic in English and French, and your
Excellency's reply to that effect, shall constitute an Agreement between Our two gov-
erfiments which shall enter into force on the date of your reply.
