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(î) A pilot vessel when engaged on pilotage duty may in addition to the signais
prescribed in paragraphs (a), (b) or (f) of this Rule sound an identity signal
consisting of four short blasts.

Rule 36

Signais ta attraci Attention
If necessary to attract the attention of another vessel any vessel may make light or

sound signais that cannot be mistaken for any signal authorized elsewhere in these
Ruies, or may direct the beam of her searchlight in the direction of the danger, in such a
way as flot te embarrass any vessel.

Rule 37

Distress Signais

When a vessel is in distress and requires assistance she shall use or exhibit the
signais prescribed in Annex IV te these Regulations.

PART E - EXEMPTIONS

Rule 38

Exemptions

Any vessel (or class of vesseis) provided that she complies with the requirements of
the International Regulations for Preventing Collisions at Sea, 1960, the keel of which
is laid or which is at a corresponding stage of construction before the entry into force of
these Regulations may he exempted from compliance therewith as follows:

(a) The installation of lights with ranges prescribed in Rule 22, until four years
after the date of entry into force of these Regulations.

(b) The installation cf lights with colour specifications as prescribed in Section 7
cf Annex 1 to these Regulations, until four years after the date cf entry into
force cf these Regulations.

(c) The repositioning of lights as a resuit cf conversion from Imperial te metric
units and rounding off measurement figures, permanent exemption.

(d) (i) The repositioning cf masthead lights on vessels cf less than 150 metres ini
length, resulting from the prescriptions cf Section 3(a) of Annex I
permanent exemption.

(ii) The repositioning cf masthead lights on vessels of 150 metres or more i
length, resulting from the prescriptions cf Section 3(a) of Annex 1 to thele
Regulations, until nine years after the date cf entry into force cf thesO
Regulations.
