two concerns were most clearly exemplified in Canada’s
early recognition of and subsequent policy towards
Bangladesh.

Canada had been a major contributor to the unpre-
cedently massive international effort to bring relief to
the millions of refugees who, in 1971, had fled to
India from the civil war in Eastern Bengal. With the
end of hostilities in December, 1971, the refugees
began to return to their homes and the focus of the
relief effort moved with them. Canada continued its
contributions through international institutions and
voluntary agencies whose attention was centred on the
