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It will be seen from the above statement
that eighty-two of these appointments were
made after the position had been thrown
open to public comipetition. It was found
necessary, however, to resort to Section 21
in order to make the appointment by reason
Ô ýf the successful candidate being over age
or not resident in Canada for the reqtiired
period of three years.

1896, enrtered the service of the Inii:-
gration Branch at Quebec as an interpreter
on AVril 30,, 1911, at a saljry of $700 per
ann 'um, which was increased to $900 per
annum from November 15, 1912. On Sep-
tember 14, 1915, he was alhlowed to return
to his home at Moose Creek, Ontario, upon
the understanding that from September 1,
1915, and until be was again on active
duty his pay would be $50 per month.
On February 10, 1916, be was notified that
owing to -the necessity of curtailing ex-
penditure bis services would be discon-
tinued from February 28, 1916.
