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Mr. RHIODES: 1 thought we would makc
better progress by taking the bills section by
section.

Mr. POWER: Will the minister tel! me
in which bill this provision is ta be found?

Mr. RHIODES- I beg my hon. friend's
pardon; I had the wrong bill before me.

Mr. POWER: It is in bill No. 67.

Mr. MARCIL: I shouid tike to know if
mutual insurance companies, farmers' associa-
tions, and Sa onl pass under the contrai of the
dominion?

Mr. RHODES: Thcy arc entirety exempt,
untess they corne vaiuntnrity and register with
the dominion Department of Insurance.

Section agreed ta.

Mr. SPENCER: I shauld tike ta knaw if
the provinces of Quebec, Ontario and British
Columbia are objecting ta this tegisiation,
and if sa if they have had tha oppartunity
ta express their views.

Mr. IRHODES: They have had ample, fuit
and comptete opportunity. I woutd nat go
so far as ta say that they bave taken excep-
tion ta this iug•tlation. Ttey have, howevcr,
ptaced thcmsctves in a position at a tater
stage ta, cati it in question if they s0 desiro.
My impression is that they witt not cati it
in question, and I tbink in aperatian tbey witt
find that we are on common ground with
respect ta this tcgistation. That is my hope
and belief.

Mr. ýSPENCER: It secms ta me it is
somnewhat difficuit ta give these bitls proper
cansideration in a targe committce tike ttsis.
1 arn surprised the minister lias flot sent thern
ta a speciat cammittcc of the bouse. I should
tike ta ask if there bas been any pubtic ex-
pression against the passage of these bitls
tbroug-h the house.

Mr. RHODES: Net so far as I am aware.
In faut, as I said at the bcginning, att parties
are in substantiat agrcement. I arn nat awarc
any abjections have been taken.

Mr. SPENCER: Rav e there been no ab-
jections from policyhiolders?

Mr. RHIODES: I arn advised there are
nana.

1 understand a pratest bas
been made ta tise chairman of the banking
and commerce comimittee, and alsa ta the
Speaker of the house by the chairman of
the palicyholders' association. I sboutd like
ta know if, on second thoughit, lie recaits aujy
such protests.

If my bon. friend has
Mr. Harpeit in mind my reply is that tie
had weeks, weeks and weeks of time and full
anti ampte appartunity ta appear befare tise
Sonate committee. I made inquiries frorn the
chairman of that cammittee as ta whethcr or
nat Mr. Harpeti had saught ta appear before
thiem, and I arn inforrned that hoe neidher
saugbt ta appear nor appearcd.

Mr. CAYLEY: Witt the minister outtinc
the duties of the office of the Departrnerst of
Insurance. Roughty spcaking, wvhat wilt bu
their duties?

Mr. RHOD)ES: Ttscre are na ncw dulies.
Under the terisa cf flie tegisiation whichi wp
,are now passing it svitl be the abject of tise
superintendent of insurance ta exorcise as
careful supervision and contrat as is svithisu
legistlative campetence.

Mr. CAYLEY: From now an witt att th(,
companies be registered under pr-ovincia,-l dc-
partments? Thcy svitt nat have ta be regîis-
tered in the dominion dcpartment?

Mr. RHODES: For provincial conipanies
that is a matter for tise conspanies therniýelves
ta determine. if tbey do net choosc te
register ini the dcnminicon Departniet o f
liiuranee tbey do net have ta.
