*INCOME TAX—REFERENCE TO SUPREME COURT

RECOGNITION OF ITALIAN GOVERNMENT AS
GOVERNMENT OF ETHIOPIA

Mr. CHURCH:

On January 27 and February 9, pursuant to
an order of the house, a return was laid on
the table in answer to my inquiry: “Has Can-
ada approved, or been asked to approve, of
the conquest of Ethiopia by Italy.” In view
of the statement yesterday by the Prime Min-
ister of Great Britain that they have recog-
nized this conquest de facto, has the government
of Canada approved of the action taken since
the return mentioned was tabled?

Mr., MACKENZIE KING: The Canadian
government is not aware of any statement
made by the Prime Minister of the United
Kingdom on March 2nd that the United King-
dom has recognized de facto the conquest
of Ethiopia by Italy. A statement of March
2nd respecting this question was, however,
made by the foreign office in connection with
litigation at present before the courts in Lon-

don. This statement is reported in press
dispatches as follows:
His Majesty’s government recognize the

Italian government as the government de facto
of the part of Ethiopia which they control, and
according to their information the Italian gov-
ernment now is in control of virtually the whole
of Ethiopia. His Majesty’s government there-
fore recognize the Italian government as the
government de facto of virtually the whole of
Ethiopia.

The foreign office statement does not pur-
port to indicate that recognition of the Italian
government as the de facto government of
the part of Ethiopia which they control has
only recently been accorded. The de facto
recognition, to which reference is made, may
be considered to have taken place during the
latter part of 1936 or early in 1937, when
the governments of the United Kingdom,
France and certain other countries, after secur-
ing from the Italian authorities formal assur-
ances of the grant of adequate facilities, de-
cided to reduce their respective legations at
Addis Ababa to comsulates.
