I should like to direct a question to the Min-
ister of Munitions and Suppiy on a matter of
very serjous concern to the farmers in con-
sequence of the order that has been made for-
bidding the use on Sundays of trucks, which
is the oniy means of transportation that many
farmers have. Has the minister given con-
sideration to permitting farmers to use their
trucks on Sundays, subi ect of course to con-
formity with the gasoline regulations?

Hon. C. D. HOWE (Minister of Munitions
and Supply): 1 know of no regulation forbid-
ding the use of trucks on Sundays. I know
there is a regulation forbidding the use of
trucks for pleasure travel, and if the two are
ýsynonymous the regulation would appiy.

Mr. HOWE: The truck is a commercial
vehicle and it is provided thut it must ho
used as such.

HANSON (York-Sunbury): Even when
it is the onýly means of locomotion the farmer
bas?

CANADIANS IN JAPAN

ARRANGEMENTS FOR EXOHIANGES 0F CANADIAN
AND JAPANESE NATIONALS

On the orders of the day:

Right Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Mînister) : The hon. member for
Vancouver South (Mr. Green) asked me a
question yesterday-which I must apologize
for flot having answered sooner, because it
was asked before-regarding the exchange of
nationais between Canada and Japan. The
facts are that immediately on the outbreak
of the war with Japan negotiations were under-
taken with the Japanese government, through
the protecting power, for the repatriation of
officiais. Early in the year these negotiations
were êxtended to cover non-officiais, and an
understanding was reached for the repatriation
to Canada of Canadians in Japan and occu-
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
