I thought it would be helpful to
hon. members if at the outset before we got
into that discussion, I made as clear as I
could the policy of the government generally.
As to any question of numbers or the like,
I shall have to ask my hon. friend to allow
the question to be answered when we are
discussing the bill at some further stage.
