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helped to maintain a very high level of de-
fence activity and employment in those prov-
inces, and certainly a higher level of expendi-
ture than might have been the case if special

efforts had not been made.

In so far as the recent rates are concerned,
I should point out that I have not studied
them. This has been suggested to me as a
matter of priority. When I have studied them,
and also the effect of them on industry and
consumers in the maritimes, I will be in a
better position to assess the implications so
far as the growth and development of the
maritime region is concerned.
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Mr. Speaker: Order, please. It being ten
o’clock, it is my duty, pursuant to standing
order 56(2) to put the motion now before the
house.

Motion agreed to and the house went into
committee, Mr. Batten in the chair.
