BANK ACT AND QUEBEC SAVINGS
BANKS ACT

MEASURE TO EXTEND CHARTERS OF' BANKS

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Minister cf Finance)
moved the second reading of Bill No. S-53, to
amend the Bank Act and the Quebec Savings
Banks Act.

He said: Mr. Speaker, as hion. members are
aware, the purpose of this bill is to extend the
charters of the banks beyond November 30,
1966, which is the present expiry date. The
heuse committee on finance. trade and eco-
nomic affairs has recommended that the
charters be extended until April 1 so as to
permit the committee, the house and the Se-
nate te complete action on the proposed
amendments to the Bank Act and the Quebec
Savings Banks Act. Before the committee's
recommendation was received, the present bill
had been introduced into the Senate and it
was approved in the formi as introduced.

The effect to the bill is similar to the recom-
mendation of the committee, but the form
follows the earlier pattern of bills te extend
the Bank Act and the Quebec Savings Banks
Act. Provided parliament does not sit for
more than 20 days during the month of De-
cember-and I arn assured by the Prime
Minister (Mr. Pearson) that it is net the inten-
tion of the governent te ask the house to sit
for more than 20 days in December-par-
liament wili have another 60 sitting days in
1967 te dispose of the banking legisiatien,
which should take us te about April 1.

I agree in advance with hon. members that
the bill now before us ceuld have been in a
much simpler form and accemplished the pur-
pose in mind. I take full responsibility for
having put precedent before common sense. I
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
