UNEMiPLOYMENT INSUHANCE

DENIAL 0F BENEFITS TO CERTAIN CLAIMANTS-REQUEST
FOR UNANIMOUS CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION

Mr. ,Jack M4arahail (Hurnber-St. George's-St. Barbe):
Mr. Speaker, under the provisions of Standing Order 43 1
wish to move a motion of urgent and pressing necessity.
Many citîzens of Canada who are unemployment insur-
ance claimants and who are legîtimately seeking employ-
ment An compliance with unemployment insurance regula-
tions are being denied benefits as a resuit of lack of
flexibility and compassion in realizing particular geo-
graphical problems and a lack of employment opportuni-
ties An certain areas of Canada, and as a result are being
discriminated against by district off icers who, through no
fault of their own, must comply with government regula-
tions which do not take account of the facts.

I therefore move, seconded by the hon. member for St.
John's East (Mr. McGrath):

That the governmenî direct that the Unemploymenî Insurance Coin-
misaAoner be dispatched wtth hardship pay ta proceed 10 those rural
districts in Canada 10 interview the many claimants who wonder about
equality of opportunity for ail Canadiens, and that the malter be
referred t0 the appropriate standing committee for debate and decisAon.

However, the provisions of Standing Order 43, 1 repeat,
contain the specific words that the matter must be of
urgent and pressing necessity.

Angly, I must rule that although At As an important subject
to be brought to, the attention of the House, it does not
conform with the requirements of urgent and pressing
necessity contained An Standing Order 43.

Knowles):

That this House request that government bills generally be initiated
An this House and flot in the Senate, snd that the House request that
goverrnent legiuiation be proposed to abolish the Senate for prenants-
tAon to this House at the first opportunity.
