Hon. Yvon Pinard (President of the Privy Council):
Madam Speaker, in a situation where the business of the
House or referral to committee is concerned, it is customary to
negotiate with the party House leaders, and when there is good
reason to believe there is unanimous consent, we rise in the
House and ask the Chair to ask the House whether there is
unanimous consent for a specific motion. This approach was
tried at least twice this week, and it did not work. In the
circumstances, I would prefer to have further indications as to
agreement by the New Democratic Party before we use any
more of the time of the House to obtain concurrence in a
motion of referral to committee. As things are now, I do not
believe the hon. member will get the unanimous consent he
suggests there is, because further consultations will have to be
held, and if we think there is good reason to believe that
unanimous consent can be obtained, we shall act accordingly
and present the motion again.

Mr. Ian Deans (Hamilton Mountain): Madam Speaker, the
government House leader knows the motion which would gain
the unanimous consent of the House. We would be delighted to
give unanimous consent to a motion which stated that it be an
instruction to the Standing Committee on Justice and Legal
Affairs that it take into consideration all legal methods of
dealing with street soliciting for the purpose of prostitution
and including Sections 195.1 and 171 of the Criminal Code of
Canada as well as the various provincial and municipal laws
presently in force in this regard and include the hearing and
consideration of the views of the interested persons and
organizations. We would be happy to give unanimous consent
to that motion if the government House leader would care to
move it.

Mr. Pinard: Madam Speaker, this is a matter which I am
willing to discuss in the normal way and under normal circum-
stances. I do not see much difference. I see that the NDP has
attached conditions. That is subject to negotiation. We had a
very simple motion referring the subject to the committee
while it debates a certain bill, but the NDP denied consent.
Now it wants to attach conditions. We are willing to discuss
that, but in the meantime there is no way that we will agree to
a motion that the NDP moves on the subject. We will move
the motion we moved earlier, and if the members of the NDP
do not agree to that reference, it is too bad.
