‘“While profits show a dxminunon
compared witl those of the preceding
year, the shrinkage is mainly attri-
butable to the fact that during the
world-wide disturbed financial condi-
tions. which have existed, we deemed
it prudent to forego the profit on a
portion of our liquid reserves ordin-
arily carried abroad and having an
earning power. These we transferred
to our vaults to provide against every
possible contingency, and to support,
if required, the general financial situ-
ation in Canada,” said H. V. Meredith,
in moving that the report of the Bank
of Montreal be adopted, at the annual
meeting held recently.

The financial report which appeared
in these columns some days ago show-
ed tha bank to be in a very strong
position. The conservative  policy
ndor‘ed resulted in lower profits as
compared with last year. The wisdom of
such action was proved by the strong
statement.

“Never before in the v‘liatory of the
bank has the annual balance sheet
been presented under such perturbed
financial conditions as exist at this
time,” said Sir Frederick, Williams-
Taylor.
