BISHOP COIE 1§ DEAD

The Death of the Great Episcopal Prelate

Came Suddenly From Heart Disease

at Clifion Springs, N.¥.

Rochester N.Y., July 20.—Right Rev.
Arthur Cleveland Coxe, second Bishop
of the Protestant KEpiscopal Church
of the Diocese of Western New York,
died of heart disease at the Sanitari-
um in Clifton Springs at 3.30 p'clock
this afternoon. Bishop Coxe had been
suffering from nerveus prostration for
several weeks and went to the Sanita-
rium for rest and recuperation. It
was not generally known that he was
absent from his home in Buffalo, al*
though his more recent appointments
had been privately arranged and sub-
ject to a recall.

The news of his sudden death was
quite unexpected by the clergy and
members of the Episcopal Church In
this city,where he had made frequent
visitations during his episcopate, and
his demise, is looked upon as a heavy
loss to Rochester, as well as to Buf-
falo, and the many parishes of the dlo-
cese.

Bishop Coxe had been gaining In
health and strength during his three
weeks’ stay in the sanitarium and to-
day had made all his arrangements to
go to Buffalo on important business.
He came to the dining room at noon
in excellent spirits and engaged in ear-
nest conversation with friends at tre
table regarding the Resurrection. Upon
returning to his room, he proceeded to
complete b’s nrerarationc far hig i~
ney, but about 8 o’clock he was seized
with sudden . pains. Remedies were
promptly used and he seemed to rally,
