Nine Hours.

Napanee, Oct. 13.—(Special)—George
Doughtery, one of the Pinkerton detec-
tives, who has been actively engaged in
the bank robbery case, occupied the wit-

 npess stand for nearly nine hours to-day

_and produced evidence that created great
surprise, although a bombshell was an-
ticipated. In the court room, which was
erowded more than ever, he swore thut
while with Detective Wilkes. he  was
' gearching the room of the accused bank
clerk, W. H. Ponton, Wilkes discovered
a small piece of paper underneath a
newspaper in a bureau drawer. On
close examination it proved to have upon
it the impressions of the key to the
lower compartment of the safe. The
paper was produced in court. This evi-
‘dence has caused almost as much ex-
‘citement as the arrest, but the prisoner
scems to have retained his friends, who
look lightly upon the new testimony.
In the cross-examination Mr. Porter's
questions were particularly in reference
to the search of the waste papers, and
were directed to show that, all other
of the detectives’ theories being explod-
ed excepting the one which the .officers
were working now, it was- neeesss - to
find a paper in order to make this . .y
work.  The alleged finding of this puwce
of paper, according to the detectives,
was the cause of Ponton’s arrest. The
tetectives said Ponton had  willingly
given up the key of his room in order
that a_ search n;?hx be madé¢.  Until
the alleged discoVery

was nothing but suspicion baséd on the
fact that Pontom did not give the de-
tectives the information' they wanted as
o - his rsonal finances. Up to this
wlleged diseovery by Wilkes, a pPinkerton
bperater, there had not been produced
n which could be based
1 charge that Ponton robted the bank:
The story of Ponton’s finances is simply
lhe old story of a bank clerk having ta
keep. up appearances on $48 per month.

Sdme rather startling statements were
nade by Detective Dougherty in the
witness box to-day. 'He had no proof
that Ponton knew the combination  of
the safe. But he did say that a. yoang
man named Tucker, a junior in the
pank, had received the combination of
+the safe in writing under cover from
Durand, whom he relieved while on holi-
fays, and Tu¢ker had admitted to him
Dougherty) that he (Tucker) had exhi-
bited the figures of the combination at
v party in Napanee, If this is true, any
aumber of persons may have known the
rombination of the safe.

But there is no evidence produced as
ret as to the whereabouts of the swag.

Dougherty, the Pinkerton, ;

There was a murmur of expeetation
vhen Detective George Dougherty, As-
tistant Superintendent of &Pinkerton’s
Nationdl Detective Association, New
York divisibn, took the witness stand.

On the interior I found
0 evidence pf any machine or tool hav-
dg, been used on the upper compart-
aent, but the. lower compartment, ap-
arently, had been forced, there being
be mark of an edge tool near the top
md under a shelf. I found what I
onsidered a rather peculiar mark on the
aside of the lower door on the top edge
hat looked as if it had been made after
he safe was opened. I found no cor-
esponding mark on the bottom of the
helf. If a tool had been inserted over
he top of the’ door my opinion is there
rould be a corresponding mark son -the
_ottom of the shelf. Mr. Ponton -in-
prmed me that the lock on the lower
ompartment was once on the upper
ompartment. f

A RUSSTAN UMPIRE

M. Maertens Will Sit tn Judgment ‘on
the Bewndary Dispute Between
__ Britain and Venezucla.
‘Washington, Oct. 13.—The-Internation-
al Court of Arbitration, which is to pass
on the British-Veunezuela boundary, has
been completed by the  selection of M.
Maerténs, a distinguished Russian jurist,

‘as umpire, and arrangements are being

made for the assembling of the court
at Paris,
fall of next year. In the meantime the

briefs of Great Britain and of Venezuela
are teing prepared, but none of the pap-
ers have yet been submitted. M. Maer-
tens will not only” aét as umpire, but
also as President of the Court. M.
Maertens has a worldwide reputation
as an authority on international law,
and it has led to his frequent selection
as arbitrator and umpire in international
differences. He is an official of the Rus-
sian Foreign Office, Professor of Inter-
national Law at the University of St.
Petersburg, and author of Maertens’
Treaties, the standard book of reference
on all the treaties of the world. - Little
doubt is felt as to his acceptance.
Prof. Maertens was one of the dele-
gates named by the Russian Government
to represent it at the approaching con-
ference: to be held in this city to con-
sider the conditions of sedl life in the
North Pacifie. It is understood that his
selection as the fifth arbitrator and head
of the Commission makes it impossible
for him to participate in the Washington
Conference, so that the Russian interests
in the meeting, probably, will remain in
the care of M. Botkine and the two
delegates who will sit with hini,

The Daily News says: “It is not denied
by the English experts that unless some-
thing is done -the fur spals will be ex-
terminated, though probibly they would
fix the date of extinction farther in the
future than the Ameérican experts. Eng-
land has a greater -interest in averting
such a result than America has. Some-
thing must bte done; what thata some-
thing may be, however, is a question
for Governments and not experts to de-
cide. It is probable that a settiem:nt
may be arrived at by compensating the
Canadian sealers in a lump sum for
dbardonment of their right, under the
Paris award. There is reason to believe
that Washington is not indisposed. to
entertain this.” i

fixing “the amount of compensation; and,
if this vested interest were cleared away
there would no difficulty im arranging.
with the United States for, say five
years’ close time on ‘both land and sea.

ABYSSINIANS SLAUGHTERED,

Somalls Overwhelmed Them and  Wiped
Out an Army of 3000,

London, Oct, 18.—Mr. J. Bennet Stan-

ford, who has just returned from taking

part in an expedition to Somaliland,
brings news of the annihilation about
the end of June of an Abyssinian army
of 3000 men, under the famous General
Ras Mackonnen. Only sixty men es-

caped. ;

Mr. Stanford said to-day: “While in
the interior we came across a powerful
Somali. chief, who had just returned
from ‘the fight. He told me that the
Abyssinian force had been raiding down
the Webbe Skebeyli River, early as fdar
as the 45th parallely The Somalis then
overwhelmed them with large numbers,
allowing sixty men| to go back avith the
news of the defeat. Ras Mackonnen
was killed during the Fattls,

“The affair occurred about 100 wmiles
from where we were. ‘The whole n¢igh-
borhood is still greatly excitéd, and the
possession of so mfany Italian ritles by
the Somalis is_©vidence that the atory
told of the Abyssinian defeat is true.”

“The latest news from Harrar was
that an hyssinian'\army was being de-
spatched againgt .the Somalis, who were
eagerly anticipating- another fight.”
