New York, March 6.—The third-class Bri-
tish cruiser Talbot, commanded by Capiain
Gamble, arrived here to-day from Bermuda
and anchored in the Upper Bay. The Tal-
bot was ordered nere to transport the body
of Lord Herschell to England. The cruiser
was ‘met at quarantine by the United
States revenue cutter Manhattan and es-
corted, to her anchorage, just south of Lib-
erty Island, by the cutter.

As soon as the cruiser let go her anclior
the Manhattan came alongside, and Percy

Sanderson, the British Consul-General ot
New York, boarded the cruiser. He was
“yeceived at the side of the ship by Captan
Gamble. In the meantime the guns or the
cruiser began to boom for the intermatioual
salute, which was answered by the salut-
lnx battery on Governor's Island.
fter a short consultation with Captain

Gamble, Consul-General Sanderson boarded
the cutter and eame up to the city. All on
board are reported well and the voyage up
the coast was without incident. The Tal-
bot will take on coal and water to-morrow
worning, and leave port about 11 o'clock.

The remains -of the late Lord Herscheil
will arrive over the Pennsylvania road at
6.30 to-morrow morning. They will be es-
corted by C. W. Cartwright, the Secretary
of the Joint High Commission, and H. Wil-
liamson, Lord Herschell’s private secretary
