- tails regarding the defeat of General
Gatacre at Stormberg on.Sunday. The
general explains that the distance had
been underestimated by himself and the
local guides. The force had been march-
ed from 9.30 p.m. till 4 a.m. and were
landed In an impossible position. He
does not consider the eérror intentional.
The Boers fired from the top of an un-
scalable hill and wounded a good many
of the British while in the open plain.
The Second Northumberlands tried to
turn the enemy, but failed. The Se-
cond Irish Fusiliers seized a kopje near
by and held on. The British guns, Gen.
Gatacre says, could not have been bet-
ter handled, but two got into quicksand
and could not be extricated. The miss-
ing Northumberlands number 366 and
not 306, as previously reported.”

The sortie from Ladysmith on Friday, when
the British “destroyed a Boer gin on
Lombard’s Kop was not without British
losses. Gen. Buller reports that when
returning from the attack Col.  Metcalfe,
who had 500 men with him, found his
retirement barred by the Boers, but he
forced his way back, using bayonets
freely. The Boer losses were consider-
able, but the British losses were as fol-
lows: Lieut. Ferguson and 11 men killed;
Capt. Paley, Second Lieutenant Daven-
port, Second Lieut. Bond and 41 .men
wounded; 6 men captured, who had re-
mained behind in charge of the wounded.
