Ladies Went in Bathing.

Soon
after entering the water the ladles decided
to swim across the channel, a distance of
about 100 yards. They had only gone &
short distance, when Mary Miller declared
she was unable to go any farther, and criea
aloud for helo. Her companions could offer
no assistance, and, becoming frightened, re-
turned to the shore,

Stein Heard the Cry for Help.

Among those who heard the woman's pitl
ful cries were Stein, who was fishfng from
the beach, and Holland, who was about 100
yards away in a boat in mid-stream with
M his family, consisting of his wife and ehild,
Both started to the rescue about the same
time. Stein only waited to take off his
boots, and then plunged into the water,
while Holland rowed in all haste to the
gpot where the woman had by this time
gone down for the first time.

Holland Rescued Miss Miller.

Holland was first to reach the spot, and
when Miss Miller appeared again above the
surface he managed to catch her head on
the point of a fishing hook. Seeing that
bteln was making desperate efforts to reach
the boat, and believing that he was becom-
ing exhausted Holland attempted to save
him.
