HORACE . HAYDEN KILLED.

Vice-Presideat of the New York Cen-
tral Met With a Most Terrible
Death-

FELL FROM A FOURTH STOREY.

His Head Strueck the Pavement—
Had Been Subject teo Fits
of Disziness,

New York, Dec. 7.—Horace J. Hayden,
vice-president of the New York Central &
Hudson River Rallroad Cowpany, was In-
stantly killed to-night at his howe, 337

West 76th-street. The first his fami'y knew
of the accident was when two servan's
found the body of Mr. Hayden lying in the
yard. A window In tlhe fourth storey was
open, and It Is not known whether Mr,
Hayden jumped or fell out of the window.
As soon as the body was found, ii was
carried into the house, and a messenger
despatched for Dr. Walter Jones. On his
arrival Dr, Jones pronounced Mr. Hayden
dead. It was also learned that the de-
ceased was a sufferer from nervousness and
heart trouble. Later detectives were sent
ont to make an investigation.

Mr. Hayden lived with his wife, two sons
and a daughter in a handsome brown stone
kouse, near Riverside drive. It wag sawa
that he was subject to attacks ef short-
ness of breath, and it is supposed he haa
been seized With one of these sttacks and
had opened the window to get fresh air.
When picked up he was fully dressed, and
the body was yet warm. His head had|
been ecrushed in, he having fallen en a
flagstone.

Mr. Hayden was born in New kKnglana
62 years ago. He was a graduate of Har-
vard, in the class of "39. During the elvit,
war he was major in the 4th Hegiment ar-|
tillery, and at the conclus.on of the war|
joined the regular army. Later he became'
cennected with a western raliway and then |
with the Boston & Albany -Railway, ana
subsequently with the Chesapeake & Ohio/
Rallroad. About 20 years ago Mr. Hayden
became acquainted with the Vvanderbiit
family, and soon after was made generai
traffic manager of the New York Central
and Hudson River Railroad. For the past
few years he has been second vice-president
of that road.
