York County Crops,

As regards marvelous flelds of grain
and the number of bushels threshed
in a given time, the present season has
been fruitful of good results thruout
York County. Reports: from all points
of this magnificent county indicate
that with the possible exception of al-
sike clover, the yield will be a boun-
tiful one. Barley In some instances
shows a yield of 45 bushels per acre,
while an average of 35 bushels is well
within the range.
wise an excellent crop, and wherever
threshed shows a gratifying yleld, in
some cases g yield of 35 bushels per
acre being recorded, Thru the length
and breadth of York County the oat
crop has seldom, if ever, been sur-
passed. An ynusually wide acreage
was this year ‘sown to this crop, and
the appearance of the fields at tihe
present time, notably thru the Town-
ships of York, Scarboro and Markham,
is such as to warrant the belief that
taking into consideration the wjde area,
together with the abundant yield, the
present year will be a record one. As
previously stated,the returns from alsike
clover in many cases have proved dlo-
appointing, but that exceptions to this
regrettable feature exist was proven
on Saturday near Cashel, when Frank
Frisby of Frisby Bros., on the farm
of Meeve Summerfelt, threshed two
bags, or 256 pounds, of this seed in 19
minutes. This is regarded as excep-
tionally fast work and proves that even
in clover the yield may be larger than
anticipated. A gratifying feature of
the situation is the abundance of pas-
ture everywhere obtainable as a con-
sequence of the cool, moist weather
during the past two months. Silo corn,
hitherto sown largely by many farmers
for use during the months of July and
August, has remained practically un-
touched, a setill further source of sup-
ply during the winter months, At
many points on Yonge-street along the
Metropolitan Rallway and out thru
York and Scarboro Townships, the
crops of ensilage corn are already so
far advanced .as to render certain the
fact that the yield will be simply enor
mous, while the area is probably larger
than in any previous year. This, coupled
with a splendid prospect for turnips,
mangolds and potatoes, a bountiful
vield of apples, renders the lot of the
farmers thraout York County to-day
a truly enviable one,
