connection, let me say that I should 
like to see a London and Port Stanley 
highway built, so that people would 
be induced to settle along the road all 
the way to the lake, or, in other words, 
I am recommending a policy of Lon- 
don-to-the-sea. For if Ontario wakens 
up and sees the advantage of a canal 
built from Cardinal to Ottawa, thus 
overcoming the St. Lawrence rapids, 
then Port Stanley will be the ocean 
port of London.

"Most cities are made out of pure 
energy. Paris had nut so many nat­
ural advantages as London and yet see 
what she is today. I am giving you 
something big to aim at. but I don’t 
see why London should not be a. city 
of 250.000 within our lifetime. I feel 
that Canada is just on the crest of a 
great wave of prosperity. Companies 
all over the United States are waiting 
to find a suitable location in Canada, 
so that they may have privileged trade: 
with Great Britain. Those cities in 
Canada which rise to the situation and 
make it easy for these industries toI 
come to them, who get into the market 
first, are sure to prosper. I am only 
asking you to look ahead and plan for 
the future."
