The
Chicago crowd are fighting the advance,
when they“should be giving the Ameriean
farmer the benefit--of <the
abroad. Do not become impatient. Keep
wheat all the time, and the more bear
news’you hear the more you should feel
that you are correct. There are no long
lines of wheat held, and, in our opinion,
when wheat crosses the dollar mark for
December there will be a scramble. Be
sure and buy wheat before it is too late.

Corn—Lower. More favorable weather
thruout the belt. Short interest being
practically eliminated; longs are finding
a soft market to liquidate on. As we
have stated previously, we think sthe
price for the futures more than discounts
the situation; consequently, would ony
buy corn on good declines.

Oats>Dull and featureless. Only a
small scalping affair, comnfined to local
traders, There is nothing in the situation
that warrants any decided tendency.
Around‘the 50-cent level for May we think
oats should prove a purchase for a turn.

Marshall, Spader & Co. wired J. G.
Beaty, 14 West King-street, the follow-
ing :

Wheat—The strength to-day came pri-
marily from the domestic situation. A
good export demand, however, became a
factor later in the session. The news in
regard to the domestic demand Was strong
frcm all quarters.. Taking it all in all,
the situation from a domestic viewpoint
appears healthy, and with only this sea-
son’'s production available until another
crop is raised, higher prices are more
than lkely.

Corn—The list broke sharply during the
forenoon, firming a trifle later, helped by
the strength in wheat and the buying of
a few local bulls. The market showed no
snap, and the tone was not at all good.
Every day of the present favorable con-
ditions is placing a large amount of corn
beyond the danger of frost, thus eliminat«
ing the chief bull argument. There are
too many longs for comfort. We suggest
sales on any bulges.

Oats were heavy on realizing, ignoring,
in a large degree, the strength in wheat.
The cash market was a.shade easier on
recelpts of 266 cars, with 166 promised to-
morrow. The visible increased one mil-
lion bushels.

Provisions—To-day’s decline
sions is a natural reaction from the
steady advance of several days ' past,
There was considerable selling: by mis-
cellaneous longs, part of same on stop-
loss orders.

Ennis & Stoppani’s London weekly let-
ter on grain says:

Wheat showed unexpected strength
again to-day, in face of heavy arrivals
and liberal increases in both the domestic
and world’s visible, and ‘close showed
gain of 3c. The strength came from good
cash demand, higher foreign markets and
less favorable crop advices from the con-
tinent. We antleipate a higher range of
prices.

| ONTARIO CROP
STATISTICS.

The following statistics of the principal
field erops of Ontario for 18 show the
acreage, as computed from individual re-
turns made by farmers to the Ontario
Bureau of Industries, and the ylelds. as
estimated by a large and experienced
staff of correspondents, émbracing every
township.. The wheat area is practically
the same as that of 1907, but the yleld is
estimated at nearly a million bushels in
excess of the final returns of last year.
The area in barley shows a shrinkage of
about § per cent.,, and is over a million

t bushels shert of the c¢rop of 1807, The

poor crop of oats in 1907 caused a falling
off in the area of 1908 of over § per cent.,
or 158,000 acres; the yield, however, shows
an estimated increase of about 15,000,000
bushels, the yield per acre being 7 bushels
in excess of 1907, and equal to the ave-
rage of the previous 28 years. The areas
in rye and peas show substantial in-
creases, but they are still below the an-
nual averages. The bean crop differs but
little from that of 1907. There is a slight
reduction in the hay area, but the yleld
harvested a quarter of a ton to the acre
over the light crop of last year. The
following are the figures for 1908, in com-
parison with 1907, and the average o} the
previous 26 years, 1882-1907 :

An Increase of 5R.000 Shown by Latest
res.

An increase of 58,617 in the popula-
tion of Ontario has been figured out
by the provincial department of agri-
culture for 1907. . Last year t
2,200,363, as indicated by the municip:
assessment returns. The increase oc-
curred in the cities and towns, how-
ever, as the rural population had de-
creased from 1,061,837 to 1,045,640. The
province has 200,000 people more than
ter. years ago.

The assessed values increased from
$1,103,504,688 to $1,148,981,077 for the
year. The taxes against this were
$19,529,169 in 1907 as against $18,021,428
in 1906. The increase per head is from
$8.41 to $3.88.
