Damascus, Feh. 12.—A great national
Arabian movement is at present in
progress in Mesopotamia, Syria and
Palestine, the object of which is m-
dicated by the motto adopted by its
executive committee: ‘‘Arab Countries
for the Arabs.”

An appea] has been addressed to the
European powers and the United States
begging them to remain neutral in r¢=
spect to the Arabian national move-
ment, the leaders of which undertake
to assume and maintain all the inter-
national obligations and guarantees. of
the present Turkish government rela-
tive to the Christian churches and peos
ples of the near east.
