Lunenburg Skipper Says He

New . York, Sept. 15.—Captain Betts,
skipper of the 100-ton Lunenburg, N. S.,
schooner M. M. Gardiner, was being held
by federal authorities today on $5,000
bail, following the seizure of his boat
and cargo on last Wednesday night by
the U. S. “prohibition. navy” vessel Tay-
lor. Betts, who is only twenty-nine years
of age and who claims Lunenburg as
his home, appeared before U. S. Com-
missioner Stanton in Hoboken. He and
! members of the crew were charged with
conspiriacy, illegal landing and with vio-
lation of the dry laws, Seamen Hines,
Rockell, Busher and Merritt were held
in $500 bail each. Supercargo H. Butler,
from whom federal agents took $14,789
United States eurrency, was held on
similar charges and later released on
$5,000 bail.

. Federal authorities are holding 100
cases of liquor taken from the schooner,
and, in addition to the currency found
in Butler’s pockets, have $36,886 found in
a sealed wooden chest in the captain’s
cabin.

Captain Betts admitted
the attempted ramming, but says that he
was beyond the thrée-mile limit and
thi!tlye;tookth on_beat for
pirate ‘craft.

The Gardner is a fleet Grand Banks
fishing schooner and once made a record
run from Nova Scotia to Portugal with
dried fish.

Capt. Betts declared he was seized at
least thirteen miles beyond the legal
limit. He denies the charges of rum-
running and says he was engaged in the
lawful carrying of liquor between St.
Pierre de Miquelon and Nassau, Ba-
hamas Islands. The clearance papers
show that the Gardner left Nassau for
St. Pierre de Miquelon with 8,000 pack-
ages of liquor, including champagne.

BRITISH NOW
TO KEMAL PASHA.

London, Sept. 15—The British cabinet
has been summoned for this afternoon
with ‘the principal object of discussing
the Near Eastern tangle. 3
* Prime Minister Lloyd George came to
London this morning from the country
for preliminary discussions with his col-
leagues, all of whom, except the Earl of
Balfour and H. A. L. Fischer, who are
in Geneva, are expected to attend the
important council.

1t is believed the meeting will have be-
fore it definite statements from the
French and Italian governments indicat-,
ing their respective attitudes toward the
problem, the solution of which continues
to be a subject of eager and anxious
speculation.

Opinions here are much divided re-
garding the Turkish claims. One view,
which is strongly supported by a section
of the press, is about Great Britain’s
only interests lies in the freedom of the
Straits of Dardanelles, and that if this
is ensured she need not worry over the
future’ position of Thrace and Con-
stantinople.

Others are less easily satisfied and re-
gard the restoration of Thrace and Con-
stantinople to their former owners with
the greatest disfavor, while a third fac-
tion is apparently willing that they be
restored but only on condition that
Roumania and Jugo-Slavia agree.

The London newspapers again today
urge the necessity of an agreement among
the Allies, and declare it should be
brought about quickly, before the situa-
tion becomes further complicated and
especially before an outbreak of fresh
fighting which might again set Europé
aflame. :

London, Sept. 15—One of the pos-
sible immediate results of this aftex.'-
noon's (Bifitish 'cablnet conferences it
is believed, is that Mustapha Kemal

met not only by British troops and

Nationalist army is large enough to
take the Turkish capital if Kemal so
desires; also that he has sufficient guns
to drive the fleet out of the Bosphorus.
It is considered unlikely, however, that
he would take such desperate measures
unless he was persuaded that in no
other manner could he obtain the cap-

jtal or Thrace.

On the other hand there are inima-
'tions that the Serbs, the dominating
power in the Jugo-Slav government,
lare determined not to have the Turks
las neighbors in Thrace or to permit the
Bulgarians to secure a foothold on the
Mediterranean Sea. .

@The note from France outlining her
'attitude of possible co-operation with
Great Britain in the Turk situation had
'not been received up to early this af-
{ternoon, but it was believed it would
arrive 1in time for the cabinet meeting
later,

There were many signs. of activity at

the foreign office, indicating the gravity
of the situation. Premier Lloyd George
returned to No. 10 Downing street this|

afternoon @fd was to preside at the
afternoon cabinet session,
Lining, Up.
Meanwhile the horizon of the ap-
ptoaching conference on the Near East
is daily broadening, with intimations
that Roumania and Jugo-Slavia will
support Greece and Great Britain in
the effort to keep the Turks from re-
gaining Thrace, A new factor has been
brought into the situation however, by
the suggestion that Jugo-Slavia would
demand as the price of her help the
port of Saloniki, which she has long
coveted as her logical port of entry on
the South.

The British cabinet, however, is oblig-
ed to examine the situation from a far
larger point of view than the other al-

; fia, in_addition. to
great Britain’s ‘close’ 'int'eréﬁ%%&o—
potamia, Egypt and other Mussulman
territories. The latest news from India
shows the Turkish victory stimulating
the Mohammedans, the feeling of
brotherhood reaching from Constanti-
nople to Baku, Tashkent and Kabil and
on into India. There is likewise a re-
ported growth of the Mohamm#lan re-
ligion spreading from Egypt south in
Africa and on to the former German
colony of East Africa.

Nationalists will attempt to expand and!

recreate the old Turkish empire along
religious lines is one of the aspects of
the question the British are considering,
especially with respect to Mesopotamia,
where are located the most fanatic of
the Moslems.

Kemal’s point of view has been that
politically there is no desire by  the
Turks to effect a union with the Arabs
and the Egyptians, that these people
would be obliged to work out their own
destinies. The cabinet, however, is said
to expect that the moral effect of the
new Turkish successes will sooner or
later ledad to the support of the Turks by
all Mohammedans.

In Bulgaria.

Sofia, Sept. 15—Although the outcome
of the situation in the near east is bound
to have considerable effect upon Bul-
garia, there is little likelihood that she
will intervene in any way. The gov-
ernment is completely absorbed in the
conflict now raging between the bour-
geois opposition and peasant parties,
both of which are organizing campaign
meetings and demonstrations.

The opposition is accused by the gov-
ernment of having concluded an agree-
ment with Gen. Baron Wrangel under
which he would send troops from Serbia
with the object of overthrowing Premier
Stamboulisky and making Bulgaria the
base for an eventual movement against
the Seviets. This accusation is categor-
ically denied by Wrangel’s representa-
tive here.

TARRF BILL IN

Dye Embargo Licensing Pro-
vision and Potash Duty
Eliminated.

Washington, Sept. 15—With the dye
embarge licensing provisions and the pot-
ash duty eliminated, the administration
tariff bill was back again today before
the house. Managers of the measure

looked for adoption of the conference re-
port after comparatively brief discussion.

Meeting late yesterday, the Republi-
can conferees speedily eliminated the
dye embargo and- potash duty provisions
in accord with directions given the house
managers by the house on Wednesday.
With the embargo out, the dye rates
were increased, but only after a long and
harsh controversy. They finally were
fixed at seven cents a pound and fifty-
five per cent. on intermediates and seven
cents a pound and sixty per cent. on
finished products, for two years with the
duties thereafter at seven cents a pound
and forty-five per cent. on the finished
products, In all ceses the ad valorems
would be on American valuation.

TOWNSHEND WRITES
OF TURKISH LEADER.

_London, Sept. 15—Piercing blue eyes,
fair hair, a diminutive close-cropped
moustache—these are the salient features
of Ke-ma] Pasha, the force behind the
Turkish push, writes Major' Gen. Sir
Charles Townshend, the British hero of
Kut-El-Amara in the great war, in a
descriptive article in The Times on the
leader .of the Turks. He writes of Ke-
mal Pasha d4s he met the Turkish gen-
eral at Konia recently. Continuing the
description, he says:—

“Kemal Pasha is of middle reight, and
at the time of our meeting he wore
plain clothes—the knickerbocker breeches
were well cut and rather in the English
| style—sporting stockings and on his
[}1ead the universal kalpak of Astrachan,
in a larger size than usual. The distinct-
ive and useful feature of this “kalpak”
is that it may be worn with either uni-
form or plain clothes. In appearance it
closely resembles the fir caps of the
Russians and the Persians.

. “Kemal, as far as I have been able to
judge, is adored by the army and the

|

propaganda agents strive to represent
that there are divisions in the Kemalist
ranks. In Constantinople actually ninety
per cent are for Kemal, and the Turks
in Anatolia support him to a man. His
orders are obeyed implicitly, his rule is

“Kemal Pasha speaks little, unless it
is on a subject which vitally interests
him; then he is eloquent. He is a close
student of military history. Laborious
and- indefatigable to the point of excess,
Kemal is always at work, and possesses
a wonderful grasp of European politics
and affairs. This is all the more remark-
able as his education was purely a mil-
itary one, received at the FEcole De
Guerre in Constantinople. He was in
the Tripoli campaign and later served in
several ‘theafres of the war.

“Kemal was inspector general of the
Turkish army in Asia Minor after the
armistice in 1918, and his patriotism
came into prominence after the cccu-
pation of Constantinople by the allies
when the Nationalists ran to uarms.
Kemal is a patriot. He is out for lib-
erty and independence—Turkey for the
Turks and he desires peace, hut an hon-
orable peace.”

Major Gen. Sir Chas. Townshend, it
will be recalled, was obliged to capitulate
to the Turks in the great war a few
mornths after his signal victory ar Kut-
Fl-Amara, in 1915. He remained a
prisoner near Constantinople unti. Oc-
tober, 1918, when he acted as ‘ntermed-
fary between the Porte and the Alliss m
arrarging the armistice.

Mr. Lapointe asked that the special
committee submit its report at the next
meeting of the assembly of the league.

A French representative in the assem-
bly, M. Barthelmy, seconded the Cana-
dian proposition, but urged that Article
10, which was important in principle
and in practice, especially for newly
formed states, should be maintained. M.
Mott, representing Switzerland, moved
that the Canadian proposal be referred
to the assembly and the decision on the
question of the appoinment of a com-
mittce or commission be deferred to the

next sitting.

London, Sept. 15—A semi-official Greek
message from Athens says it is alleged
the Turkish Nationalists carried off all
the girls from the American girls’ col-
lege in Smyrna.
