The position of Moncton in the railway 

system of the Maritime Provinces is most 
commanding. The first link of the old 
Intercolonial railway built was from 
Moncton east to Shediac, on the Gulf, say 
17 miles. Then the line was built from 
Moncton west to St John, say 80 miles. 
Next a line was constructed from near 
Moncton south east to Nova Scotia. 
These all became parts of the Intercolon­
ial railway system after Confeder­
ation, when the Intercolonial was con­
structed north fromMoncton to Que­
bec—lines radiating from Moncton like 
the spokes from the hub of the wheel. 
The new lines across New Bruns­
wick, which the Dominion Government 
propose to build in order to reduce the 
distance between Montreal and Halifax 
will also pass through Moncton; and it is 
now announced that the Grand Trunk 
people are surveying a line to connect 
the Temiscouata railway with the Inter­
colonial, as a rival to the Canadian 
Pacific’s short line, and that the Point of 
connection will also be at Moncton. Be­
sides all these lines operating or to be con­
structed, centering at Moncton, there is 
a local line running north from Moncton, 
between the Intercolonial and the Gulf, 
into a very populous and prospersus dis­
trict.

No event that has occurred in SL John 
for many years has excited as much hor­
ror and indignation in this community 
as the attempt to poison four ministers 
and their families by means of poisoned 
candy, an attempt which resulted in the 
loss of one valuable life. Some of the 
city papers are taking a great deal of 
pains to make comparisons between this 
case and the Galt poisoning case of a year 
ago, but no study of the Galt case, where 
candy was sent through the mails in 
similar fashion, will help the St. John 
case in the least. The Galt case is still 
a mystery, and the St John case will re­
main so if those entrusted with the work 
of solving it allow their attention to be 
distracted by the study of another case 
which occurred a thousand miles from 
here. The St John case must stand by 
itself, and although the mode of poison­
ing may have been suggested by the 
Galt case, the motive and all other es­
sential elements of the case must be 
considered separate and apart, as the 
only means of furnishing a olue to what 
is now’ a mystery.

The first important feature of the case 
is the fact that the four persons here to 
whom the poisoned candy was addressed 
were clergyman, and Protestant clergy­
men. One was a Presbyterian, one a 
Methodist, one a Baptist, and the fourth 
an Episcopalian, so that no one denomi­
nation was singled out for attack. The 
fact that only clergymen and their fami­
lies were thus menaced, would seem to 
show that the motive for their attempted 
murder wits something they had done in 
their capacity as ministers or as mem­
bers of some society or association in 
which they have been acting 
together. If it can be shown 
that these four men whose lives were 
thus attempted belong to any r.on-clerical 
organization and have been active in 
any work likely to raise up enemies, 
then the motive for the crime may be 
found in something they have done in 
such society or organization ; but if they 
do not belong to any such non-clerical 
organization, then the motive must be 
found in something they have done as 
Protestant ministers.

It has been suggested that this murder 
must have been the work of a crank, but 
this view of the case is hardly tenable. 
Cranks are seldom murderers, by far the 
«greatest proportion of the crimes of this 
character havii g for their motive re­
venge. Was revenge the motive in the 
present case? If so, revenge for what? 
Here are two questions to which the de­
tective skill of the community must apply 
itself closely and seek a solution, which 
may lead to the detection of the guilty

There is a strong probibality that al­
though the murder plot may be the con- 
cention of a single mind and the work of 
a single individual it may be known to 
more than the person mainly concerned 
in it. If so the chances of detection are 
largely increased and the handsome re­
ward offered by the government may 
stimulate some now torpid conscience to 
make a disclosure of this mysterious 
crime. Let ns hope that this may be the 
case. In the mean time let every one 
apply his best abilities to the detection of 
the author of this murder.

HATS AND CAPS.HAZARD 1
What Mrs. Gamp called the “bragian 

boldness ” of Bailey junior, is fairly 
matched by the stupid effrontery of the 
Telegraph in respect to harbor matters. 
The committee of the Board of Trade who 
prepared the report on the harbor which 
was discussed on Thursday would proba­
bly be somewhat surprised to learn from 
yesterday’s Telegraph that their report 
was merely an extension of Mr. Hurd 
Peter’s plan of harbor improvement. 
Says the Telegraph :—

It is particularly noticeable how one 
after * another of the costly and in­
surmountable difficulties of the harbor 
question disappear in the light of facts 
and discussion. Three or four weeks ago 
dredging was an enormous bugbear. 
Then it was discovered that for a few 
thousands a dredge could be purchased 
and the needed work done at small cost 
Now it is found that private enterpr 
doing something to extend whai 
commodatiun, and that by a change of 
w liarves for light draught steamers more 
deep water nrivileges will be at once 
available. It becomes now apparent that 
on the lines of Mr. Peters’ report, as 
practically endorsed by the board of 
trade committee, all kdeep water and 
warehouse accomodation necessary to a 
greatly enlarged business for the port 
can be obtained at moderate cost.

Our readers wi.l remember that Mr. 
Peters advocated a little dredging at the 
new pier, an extension of its face 335 feet 
to the north end of the Pettiugill property 
and a $5,000 warehouse, the whole to 
cost $27,000. As an addition he pro­
posed an expenditure of $20,000 to repair 
Reed’s Point wharf, and an extention of 
that wharf southerly to a distance of 300 
feet at a cost of $30,000 or $77,000 in all. 
This is the brilliant plan which the 
Telegraph says Messrs. J. De Wolf Spurr, 
John McMillan, Robert Cruikshank, and 
George Robertson copied and embodied in 
their report The fact that they distinctly 
reported against any extension of Reed’s
