When the Laurier Government entered 
into the agreement for the oonatrnotlon of 
the National Transcontinental RaUway it
wae expressly etlpnlated that Canadian 
material would be used np to the lait 
pound, square foot, or cubic toot obtain­
able, and Canadian labour would be pre­
ferred under all possible eirenmetanoee. 
And the stipulation was adhered to to the 
uttermost. Now, the Borden Government, 
by the most arbitrary use of their servile 
majority, propose to vote a tamp sum 
about equal to one fourth the cost ot the 
Transcontinental Railway, and hand the 
seme over to the British Admiralty to 
build three of the most powerful battle­
ships which science can bnlld or money 
can buy. In the constrnotlon of these 
ships thousands ot tons of steel 
will be used, steel enough to sop- 
ply rolls for a thousand mile» of 
railway Hoe. The ordeSs for the steel 
ingots alone to be utilised tor plates, 
bolts, armour, etc., would give a mighty 
stimulus to the plant or plante supplying 
them. At Sydney, at Sydney Mines, and 
at the “Soo," there are steel works per­
fectly capable of supplying Ingots at least- 
ot steel the equal ot any made elsewhere. 
Why, therefore, should not this Canadian 
material, produced-by Canadian labour 
and greatly aiding In the development of 
our natural resources, be used in the con­
struction of the proposed battleships! 
The ships themselves are to be built 
In British yards by British workmen, 
but Is there any reason under the sun 
why Canadian labour should not be 
utilized In at least bringing together and 
preparing the row materials for the ves­
sels ! There is no snob reason. Canadian 
nickel will have to be need for the making 
of armour plates; why should not Cana­
dian Iron or eteel be nsed to combine with 
the Canadian nickel! if the orders for 
the Ingots alone were given as a whole or 
in part to the Cape Breton Steel plants,
It would be a most valuable Impetus to 
the development of these.

And this Is the view token by Mr. 
Carroll, the eloquent and thoughtful 
young member from Cape Breton in the 
House of Commons. In accordance 
with this view, be moved an amend­
ment to the Naval Bill embodying 
this provision. Of course it wae

Greek achievements.
From the wonderful wprk done by the 

Greeks both In peace and war during the 
past few years, it is evident that this ex. 
traoidinary race hae accomplished 
re-birth. Hellenic commerce is grow 
Ing rapidly, and the . mercantile 
marine is developing co-ordinately. 
The country is becoming more weaithyi 
and law, order and a strong centralised 
government have been firmly established. 
That the race can still produce men ot the 
first,calibre is shown by the work Venese- 
los, Ute Premier, a statesman IWBviiy way 
worthy to compare with the great pen of 
Ancient Bellas, Pericles, Tbemtetoties, or 
Ariatdea. A writer In tbe '‘Nineteenth 
Century- gives a very Interesting sum­
mary of Greek achievements ln the late 
war ; and they were really great. The 
writer of the article first describee the 
extreme difficulties of the country, over 
which the Greeks had to march and fight. 
Swamps, high mountains, narrow canyons 
precipitous cliffs, dangerous watercourses’ 
and a sad want of roads. Yet despite all 
this, and despite toe fact that the war had 
come sooner than expected and found the 
nation only partially prepared, the Hellenic 
forces worked wonders. From thé mo- 
ment they crossed the Turkish boundary, 
fighting was continuous and severe. Yet,

We are proud to claim oar 
rights of nationhood within that Empire. 
It Is our duty to take up. all 'the responsi­
bilities of nationhood. This policy of 
makeshift and expedieppy which the Gov­
ernment -now advocates is based on no 
broad or permanent principles. It takes 
no root. It leaves no residuum. We be­
lieve that the $35,000,000 should be ap­
plied to a Canadian naval ser­
vice, built, manned, and equipped 
In Canada and lu olosAvCQ-operatlun w ith 
the Imperial fleet. We stand by that 
policy, in Opposition,-»e we stoed by It 
In office. For these reasons I beg to move,
