It is announced that Russia has asked 
Roumania for forty thousand men, for 
which she promises the cession of a portion 
of Russian Bessarabia and a considerable 
subsidy. The Roumanian Chamber will 
be convoked to discuss the proposal. The 
Prince of Ajfonteuegro has decided to con­
sider this year’s campaign terminated with 
the occupation of the District of Banjani. 
The Prince has written the Czar he has 
succeeded in obtaining his principal object, 
namely, the deliverance of Upper Herze­
govina, and did not intend to go beyond.

A Constantinople despatch of the 4th

Mukhtar Pasha telegraphs a long account 
of Wednesday’s battle, which appears to 
have been indecisive. He says his out­
posts withdrew from Great Kauilar, which 
is probably the position the capture of 
which by Gen. Melikoff was described in 
the Daily News special from Kar&fal the 
previous day.

The Russian attacks on Little Kanilar 
and Kiziltepe were unsuccessful. On the 
right the Turks, being threatened by six 
battalions, assumed the offensive. They 
stormed Aladigagh, and, after five hours 
severe fighting, pursued the Russians to 
Apartchia. Night stopped the conflict, 
and both sides maintained their positions. 
Mukhtar Pasha estimates the Russiab loss 
at 5000. The Turkish loss is unknown. 
Eazli Pasha was wounded.

There was no fighting Thursday, except 
near Karajalaf, of which the despatch 
gives no details.

Some twelve miles from Oak Point and 
three miles from Burnt Church, is Church 
Point. Upon the shore, are the fishing 
establishments of Messrs. Miller & Mor­
rison, and Messrs. Loggie & Anderson ; 
both these establishments have freezers, 
and a sketch of the older and larger estab­
lishment will be sufficient Much contro­
versy has existed as to the proper time for 
taking bass. It is urged by those inter­
ested that the 1st of October is a month 
too late in this locality, as by that time all 
the fish have passed. The season recom­
mended from the Bartibogueto Blacklands, 
is from the 1st of September*^ the 1st 
November. The number of salmon se­
cured this season by Messrs. Loggie & 
Anderson, till the close time, the 14th of 
August, amounted to 14,600. These sal­
mon are collected from all points of the 
river by two boats and three canoes. This 
firm, in conjunction with Messrs. Miller 
k Morrison, also employ two schooners for 
the conveyance of the fish to the Inter­
colonial at Newcastle, by which they are 
sent frozen to the States. These schooners 
make from five to six trips a week. Messrs. 
Loggie k Anderson’s establishment con­
sists of a large general store,a cook-house, 
a freezer 40x26 ft., which cost $3,000, 
and three ice houses, respectively 45 x 30 
ft., 35 x 20 ft., and 24 x 30 ft., besides 
other buildings. The freezer at the time 
of our visit contained 26,000 mackerel and 
about 2,000 salmon. A freezer is simply 
a building with double walls packed with 
sawdust. The interior is divided into 
several chambers entered by small thick 
doprs, and might remind one of the in­
terior of the pyramids on a email scale, 
only that fish and not kings, are embalmed 
here, in arctic cold, which is produced by 
thick galvanized columns descending from 
the floor above, whence they are filled 
with ice. All the interior is white and 
rimy ; the candle flickers on heaps of 
mackerel and salmon as hard as bricks, 
which are destined to satisfy stomachs in 
Boston or New York. Messrs. Miller k 
Morrison at their freezer have about 17.000 
mackerel and 2,000 salmon. The firm of 
Loggie k Anderson have also a lobster 
preserving establishment about six miles 
from the village of Tracadie, which em­
ploys some forty or fifty hands ; at the 
time of our visit it was closed. On the

James T. Griffin, Esq., Collector 
of Inland Revenue, and others expressed 
every confidence in the Bank, even if the 
latter did not reciprocate the sentiment iu 
a practical way at all times. In fact 
several of the speakers came out squarely 
and said they had a much higher opinion 
of the Bank’s financial standing than of 
its liberality, but all agreed that the busi­
ness community could not do very well 
without it Mr. Winslow seemed to take 
all that was said in excellent spirit and 
had no doubt, whatever, that if his busi­
ness friends had the management of the 
Bank in their own hands local trade would 
flourish, but whether it would increase 
confidence in the institution or not, would 
be another consideration.

line and were repulsed with heavy loss. 
The success gained, on Tuesday, in the 
capture of Great Yagni Hill, claimed by 
the Russians ami conceded by the Turks, 
did not compensate for their failure at other 
points of the line, and the positions earned 
have since been abandoned. The Russians 
were reinforced both by new troops and 
some lately employed against them, who 
had revolted against the Turks'. ^ These 
Caucasian insurgents commenced the battle 
at daybreak on Tuesday, by an assault on 
Great Yagni, which is the extreme out­
work of Mukhtar Pasha’s fortifications, 
about twelve miles due east from Kars. 
Here the Turks seem to have been taken 
by surprise, but the Turkish battalion de­
fended Great Yagni for two hours and 
ma le an obstinate defence which gave the 
Turks an opportunity to prepare for the 
next assault.

Up to this point all accounts agree, bat 
regarding subsequent events they are very 
conflicting. The Turkish official despatch 
says a great battle ensued lasting#thirteen 
hours, in which repeated Russian attacks 
were repulsed with heavy loss.

A Russian bulletin from the Grand Duke 
Michael’s headquarters at Karajal, dated 
4th, says:—“After the capture of Great 
Yagni, it was found that Little Yagni was 
strongly fortified and an attempt to as­
sault it was considered premature. After 
thirteen battalions sent from the Turks to 
reinforce Mukhtar Pasha had been repuls­
ed, our troops fortified themselves in the 
positions they occupied. Our loss on 
Tuesday was 8,069 killed and wounded 
and the enemy’s loss was not less. We 
captured two hundred men.”

The Russians also attacked the Turkish 
centre at Kisilitajia, but were repulsed. 
Simultaneously, the Russian force, mov­
ing from the direction of Aui, endeavored 
to turn the Turkish right, and get between 
Mukhtar Pasha and Kara. Of this affair, 
a Turkish bulletin says:—“After five 
hours’ fighting, the Russian force, consist­
ing of six battalions of infantry and two 
regiments of cavalry, was driven back 
and pursued to the banks of the Arpachae.

there are one or two farms at its com­
mencement, and after some three or four 
miles the French Settlement commences, 
some of the houses beiug of considerable 
size. The inhabitants generally, do not 
speak English ranch. This is not the case 
with Mr. Romain Savoy, however, who is 
finishing a large barn, and showed some 
fine beets of a lot from which some had 
been sold in Chatham, one dozen weighing 
31 lbs., and one single specimen 4 lbs. 
Some miles up the road is the Roman 
Catholic Church of Neguac, the Priest 
beiug the Rev. Mr.Theberge. A little be­
yond is the store of Mr. Vital Allen, almost 
the only one on the road with the excep­
tion of Loggie k Anderson’s. The slender 
supply of stores and churches on this route 
is somewhat novel in comparison with 
other parts of the province, where com­
merce and religion are apt to be somewhat 
overdone.

On the shore at the end of the Neguac 
Settlement we found them shipping bark 
for the Extract Manufactory at Derby. 
Considerable quantities are got out in this 
locality, and Capt. Good fellow runs a 
schooner from this point up the Miramichi.
