Excursion to the Restigouche,

“The excursion last week to the Restigouche
was one of the pleasantest of th= season. An
express traiv left the city on Tuesday afternoon
shortly after the arrival of the Eastern city, and
by nine o’clogk in the evening the party,consist~
ing chiefly of Americans, and ecitizens of St.
John, but considerably enlarged by additions
from Sussex Vale, Moncton, and Shediac, had
embarked on board the Princess Royal, and
were on their way to the romantic scenery of
Resrigouche. The weather was favorable—the
plague of excursionists, sea sickness did not
appear—the coast of the mainland, and of the
Island of Shippegan, relieved the monotony of
a sea vovage, and by six o’clock the following
evening the party fi high spirits landed in Ba-
thurst. * This town is finely situated, surveying
what appears to be an extensive lagoon, and cn-
riched by surrounding regions of extraordinary
fertility. One farm which we visited, presents
several hundred acres of land in a high state of
cultivation. Vast fields of potatoes, grain, and
grass, succeed each other, aliogether presenting
a spectac'e anything of the kind
which we have scen in British Americi. From
all accounts Bathurst wou!d make excellent
head quarters for the sportsman. For hours we
watched the steady lights from the canoes of
the Indians who were spearinz salmon, and we
heard almost fabulous reports of the quantis
ties of trout and salmonrecently caught, some
nine or ten miles away in the Nipisiquit. The

Eveything like tameness disappears.. T'he New
Brunswick coast to the Jeft 1s not uninteresting,
sand with many a form’ on which the eye love
to linger reveals the beneficence of nature if not
induetry of man. But the ettention is specially
directed to the Canadian coast on the right, an
irregular wall of wooded, and gracefully roun-
Ged hills which beginning with the vast and pica
turesque form of T'racadiegornish seem to ascend
almost perpendicularly out of the waters, and
extend onward. <

Dalhousie is a neat little town, built on the
gentle slope of a lofty hill which however be-
comes morg ‘precipitvis as it retires. The town
« ntains a population of about 1000,and boasts
We no-
ticed several handsume private residences. It
isa pity that the people of Dalhousie have yet to
learn the beauty and value of the garden.

But. let us proceed up the river. All the pas-
sengers on board were delighted by tho ever
varying scene of beauty.

We me continually enclosed by ranges of
lofty ills, while the view opcned up is never
sufficiently extensive tobecome tame or uninter-
esting.  Now the hills or mountains plunge
boldly into the waters, and again they slope
gently down adorned by some little villsge, or
well cultiv ated farm. As we sdvance the scene
becomes more diversified, while the hills assume
larger diwensions, more picturesque forms, and
approach or recede from the shore with increa-
sing frequoncy. Shoitly after leaving Dalhou-
sie we come in view of Sugar-Loaf Mountain,
which continues to be a beautiful and promi-
nent fecuture in the seenn, though from this
point of vidw, its destinctive form is coacealed
by intervening hills,

Campbellton is about fifteen miles above Dal-
housie and also on the New Brunswick side, It
is smaller than Dalhousie and Fas recently suf-
fered severcly from fire. About one third of the
town was thus consumed. We understand how-
ever that it is an caterprising little place—and
the hom: of several wealthy and influential men.
We spent only two hours in Campbellton and
werc cxtremely sorry to be compelled to leave,
The most romantic portions of the scenery on
the Restigouche are  still beyond.  We . would
recommend future tourists, to make this town
their head quarters, and then on foot, to make
excursions up aod down the baoks of the river,
Two or three weeks could thus be spent very
pleasantly and the scencry would repay the pe-
ilestrian forhis toils.

needs only to be known to attract settlers.

alike to Teachers, Officers, and Friends of Sab-
bath Bchools.

Our last annual report showed the number of
scholars to be 335, divided into 83 classes, during |
the year there have been added 148 male and |
149 female making a total addition. of 297
scholars ;but owing to removals &ec., we have
lost in that time 115 males and 78 females a total
of 193, msking a neit gain of 104,and our total
number of scholars 439 :

The average sttendance for each Sabbath of
the year was 273,

The increase of Teachers has scarcely been |
proportional, the additions were 10 male and 8
female, nine of whom supplied vacancies, the re-
maining nine formed new classcs. Of the 18 ad-
mitted 9 were scholars in the Bible classes, the
others were taken from the members of the
church, '
Our present number of 'Teachers is 42,—22
males with an average attendance for the past -
year of 16, and 20 females with an average attend- I
ance of 16, The average number of scholars to
a class, deducting the infants, is pine.

We have again to return thanks fto the
Almighty protector who has from so large a num- |
ber taken only three to himself, one adult and
two from the infant class.

The numbers of Baptisme seems small for so
large a school, and with such zealous Teachers, |
but when the fact is considered, that a large
number had previcusly been called,from nature's’
darkness to God’s most marvellous light, we have |
much cause-o rejoice that five have experienced
that change which makes wise unto salvation_ |
and have followed Christ in his own divinely ap»
pointed way.
The number of visitors was 317, buta large
proportion’ were not particularly interested in
the School, haviny come to hear the singing,
addresses, &c.,, We are always happy to see
them but would like the parents of scholars to
aid and encourage us by at least an occasional
visit,
Our Pestor with all his other duties has visited
and addressed the school six times.
The weekly prayer meetings have been zeal-
ously kept up; but the Buperintendent has to
complain of the indifferent attendance of teachs
ers at the Tuesday evening Bible class.
The singing class is gradually improving, and,
is prepored to prove to the most sceptical that
Mr. Tuttle’s instruction and drills bave not been
in vain.
The financial affeirs are n an improved con-
dition though mueh is yet required to satisfy all
the demands upon us,

The total expenditure was $209.15, being
slightly in excess of the amount collectod, for
which we are indebted to the treasurer,

The increase of the school required increased
accommodations, which have been supplied by
the erection of a spacious building 50x23 feet,
divided into two rooms. On this about $100 is
yet due, and which we shall have to ask our
friends 10 assist in liquidating. e
On> «f the rooms has been leased, reserving
the use for Sabbath as sehnol room, at £18 per
annum which when paid for, will be a greas aid
to the income of the schoal. 2

About 175 volumes have been added to the
hibrary, but a further addition is much requi;ed,
250 copies each of the Sabbath School Banner,
“ Child at Home” and “ Young Reaper’ are
circulated monthly in the School, und afford a
large amount of useful and acceptable reading.
The award of priz s affords a new stimulus to
exertion,6 have been given for proofs and lessons
committed to memory, and two for the best essays
on Ancient Jerusalem ; the successful competi-
tors for the latter were Muster Francis Everiit
and Miss Eliza Clerke.

by very pleasantly, and the passengers will not

'The principal
speaker, with some of our friends, went from
person o person, giving to each somg advice
and extortation as the casc stood: Some very
striking cases of the power of sin and the inter-
ference of God’s merey were heard of during
those conversations, The doxology was sung,
and the long but most blessed service was closed
by a prayer.

Now what are the results of this and other
meetings 7 Of course, it would be rash and
premature o give an answer. Butso far, and
from the testimeny of some of our best and most
respected pasteurs, of others who look rather
with suspicion st thet movement, and from
many observations I have had room to make
during the sixteen days I have spent in Parie,
I am bold to say that the results, so far, are
most cheering. 1. More than 200 young wen,
some doctors, some students, some clerks, who
were anything but serious, have turned ear-
nestly their aitention towards the things which
belong to the peace of theicsoul. I have heard
a wise and cool-headed father speak with tears
of gratitude of his sen, a youth eighteen years
old, who, but very lately, was fast going in the
way to moral ruin. Now the youth seems
thoroughly changed, 2. Another wfluence is
produced, for which we wish to bless God. In
some way or other, s spirit of coldness  or .
worldliness had crept 1nto the church ; its mem-
bers—I mean those who truly seek forthe truth
—had lost much of their,child-like simplicity, -
their first reliance npon Gogd, and their desire
1o live for the servige of the Lord. Now they
are sshamed and humbled ; and with fresh life
they intend to work for God’s glory, 8.1 am
\lso told that the public tmiu in the churches
or chapels are more attended byhearers evident-
ly anxiovs and seeking for the bread of life,
:nd many houses and richly decorated drawing-
;ooms are now opened every day for prayer-
oeetings. I mention no names, though I can
carcely refrain doing so in the case of a dear
“ady t> whom God has entrusted a fine and
‘ultivated mind, a large and most benevolent
neart, great wealth, and who has done a great
“leal, in every way, to promote that blessed
movement.” .

Since thése lines were written I have been
‘resent at another meeting of the same character,
a which the same devout and sober seriousness
8 in the former wns the characteristic feature,
\las! since that meeting orders have issued
rom the Pre’i ct de Police to prohibit sugh meets
'0gs i pub'ic halls. I sincerely trust that all
those who feel an interest in the sause of Christ ,
#ill follow the exampla and spirit of M, Rad-+
Liffe, who, convinged that everything must turn .
.2 good for those who love God, has hesrd of the
ad orders ina spirit of humble obedience to
he Holy Will, and of praying affection for the
