MYSTERIOUS EXPLOSION
IN-A GROWDED STREET

Fatally Injured 3 Children and"Wounded
Five Others—Black Hand Blamed

NEW YORK, N. Y., May 22—A mys-
terious explosion in crowded Mott
street today seriously injured eight
children, thre of them possibly fatally
and struck terror to the hearts of hun-
dreds in the crowded thoroughfare,
and it was not until a large force of
police arrived that order was restored.

BELIEVE NOW THAT SHODTNG|
WAS DONE BY SOLDIERS

U. S. Senate Commitiee Finds No Strong
Reason for Seeking Further Evidence
at Brownsville

WASHINGTON, May 22.—The sen-
ate committee on military affairs,
which is investigating the Brownsville
affair, held an executive session at
the close of the hearing today to de-
termine whather the committee shall
g0 to Texas to take testimony and per-
sonally inquire into the shooting from
the Brwnsville point of view.No agree-
ment was reached. A majority of the
members of the committee argued that
the testimony taken already proves
conclusively that the negro troops did
the shooting and that nothing would
be gained by the trip. Likewise, it was
intimated by several senators that there
was no occasion to call any more wit-
nesses. Senator Foraker took exception
to this and he was supported by three
or four senators who sided with him
in the defense of the negroes. It was
decided to summon several more wit-
nesses from Brownsville ' that are

experts at the Springfield arsenal who
made the report on the shells picked
up in the streets of Brownsville after
the shooting.

After this had been done the ques-
tion of going to Texas will again be
considered and it is likely that a sub-
committee will go there.

Fred E. Stark and Fred Tait, mount-
ed customs inspectors with headquar-

ains, a clerk in a confectionary there,
were on the stand today. Stark told of
the narrow escape of himself and fam-
ily on the night of the shooting. Right
bullets were fired into his house and
the family took refuge behind a brick
chimney. Shells were found in front
of his house the next morning and the
witness said they were of the charact-
er used by the soldiers and showed
that they had been freshly fired.

BRIDGEWATER MAN CHARGED
WITH KILLING HIS FATHER

HALIFAX, May 22—The coroner’s
jury in Bridgewater which has been
investigating. the Wentzell ecase, ren-
dered a verdict to the effect that Henry
Wentzell met his death from biood
poisoning caused by injuries received
from his son at Auburndale. The jury
were of the opinion also that the son
was shielded if not aided by others.

Ainsley Wentzell, the young man
who is charged with the crime of man-
slaughter, will haVve his preliminary
hearing before Justice Simonson tomor-
row. The evidence at the coroner’s in-
quest was very strong against the boy.
The mother’ told conflicting stories.
