General Freneh's Skirmish May Not
Have Been as Sueeessful as
at First Claimed

LONDON, Jan. 3, 4 a. m.—The latest
news of Gen. French's operations show
that his clever surprise of the Boers
and his successful skirmish with
them was not the impressive victory
that a section of the press claimed.
The facts seem to be that the Boers
not’ only suffered very little, but dur-
ing the darkness rallied and turned
the surprise on the British by atfack-
ing them the next day with their sup-
rosed crippled guns, some wof which
were evidently those that Gen. Gat-
acre lost at Stormberg. =en. French's
despatch does not detall his move-
ménts later than 2 p. m. January 1st,
end the final issue of the movement
is unknown. Nothing reliable has been
received confirming the rumored oc-
cupation of Colesberg.

Col. Pilcher’'s forced march west-
ward from Belmont and his. success-
ful attack on the enemy’'s laager at
Sunnyside gave a much appreciated
opportunity to the colonial contin-
gents, whose ranks ‘inciyde 100 men
from Toronto under Capt. Barker, and
200 from Queensiand. Reports print-
ed here say that when the Canadians,
who accompanied the artillery,” re-
ceiyed the order “double into action,”
they were most pleased, many of them
exclaiming “At last.” The despatches
say “the Canadians pressed forward
to within 'a thousand yards of the
enemy, who had fled from theirlaagar
up & hililside and opening a hct' fire
they completely subdued that “of the
Beers. Meanwhile the Queensland
troops with' Col Pilchier were advanc-
ing in another direction. They fully
satisfied the ' confidence placad in
them, cleverly securing cover, firing
only when ‘they saw the enemy and
laughing and chatting.”

The suddenness of the surprise was
evident by ithe fact 'that guns were
within 1,500 yards of the laager and
plented two shells among the Boers
before they knew of the presence of
the British, The strength of the
Boers is unknown.

It is excellent,
as it wakes us up in fine style for the
aday.

We
buy out the whole shiop in about a half
hour, and then we have to wait for
our turn again. Nothing strong - is
sold in the canteen.
