DINNER TO MR. HODGSON,

One of the pleasantest incidents at
the exhibition Thursday was the com
plimentary dinner tendered F, W.
Hodgson, dominion live stock com-
misioner, and his staff of stock judges,
by the exhibition executive, in a
private . room of the restaurant.
Among those present were the exhibi-
tion management. Responding to &
toast Mr. Hodgson made a very im-
portant speech. He said that he had
never before witnessed such a fine lot
of live stock as ig present at the exhi-
bition in St. John this year. All the
animals seemed to have been particu-
larly selected for such an event. Some
people argued, he said, that the live
stock show at an exhibition should be
taken from the field, and that no spec-
fal effort should be made to have them
prepared before being brought here.
This he believed to be all nonsense,
as a poorly groomed animal would be
just as much out of place in a fair of
this nature as a man in his working
clothes would be at a dress reception.
Mr. Hodgson advocates having the
provincial fair permanently at St
John, for having it at one place all
the time is far more satisfactory than
changing it about. This had been
proved in Ontario and at present the
mannual fair at Guelph is one of the
best in America. He complimented
Manager Hubbard and Manager
Sclanders and their assistants on the
excelléent manner in which everything
-in connection with the exhibition is
being carried out.

Dr. Fletcher, the dominion entomo-
logist and botanist, who was also pre-
sent, made an address in which he paid
a very high compliment to the man-
agement for their work in ¢onnection
with the fair. He had never seen, he

* said, an exhibition carried on with
such perfect harmony. Dr. Fletcher
Anformed those present that the weeds
which are on exhibition as a result of
the school children’s competition, were
the best collection of weeds it had ever
been his pleasure to examine. Mr.
Sterriker, the judge at the horse show,
who is a very genial gentleman, spoke
very highly of the horses he had seen
here, and of the exhibition in general
Mr. Sterriker has made many friends
since he came to St. John, and his de-
cigions in awarding prizes are ample
evidence of his fairness and ability.
Not once have they been questioned.

The dinner was a pleasant as well
as a most fitting event in the progress
of St. John’s greatest exhibition.
