on November 6. About 10.30 o’clock
on the morning of November 7 she
picked a wireless distress signal from
the steamship France neading ‘S. O. 8.

“The message ended abruptly, with-
out the position of the France being
given, so that it was impossible for
the Ancona to go to her assistance.
The Ancona continued on her route
an hour afterwards, the sea being
calm and the weather misty.
“Without any sort of a warning the
report of a gun was heard, and shells
simultaneously struck the Ancona
forward, causing considerable damage.
“The wireless operator, without an
instant delay, sent out an distress sig-
nal, with the name of the ship and her
‘position. The submarine appeared
nearer the Ancona, keeping up a con-
tinuous fire. First the wireless tele-
graphy apparatus was demolished and
then the lifeboats were shot to pieces,
a number of passengers being killed
and wounded.
“pftty shots, at least, wene fired,
until the Ancona stopped.
“The submarine then hoisted the
Austrian colors and her commander
announced that he would allow ten
minutes for all to quit the ship. The
unsmashed boats at once were lowered
and after the wounded had been plac-
ed in them the passengers and crew
followed. This was going on for half
an hour when the submarine fired a
terpedo which struck the Ancona on
the bow. The ship sank gradually
and disappeared beneath the waves
at 2.30.
“The submarine then steamed away.
“Towards 6 o'clock in the evening
the mine layer Pluton, which had
picked up the Ancona's distress mes-
sage, arrived on the scene. Most of
the survivors thus were rescued close
to the place where the steamer sank.”

Only One American Saved?
Rome, Nov. 14—Of ten Americans
who were on board the Italian steam-
er Ancona, when she was sunk by a
submarine off the Tunisian coast only
one was saved, according to a state:
ment issued today by the Italian emi-
gration office. The statement also
says that out of 507 passengers and
crew of the Ancona only 299 were
saved.

Central explodes blowing
front ont of coach and
badly scalding passengers

St. Stephen, N. B, Nov. 14—A seri-
ous accident that may have fatal con-
sequences occurred on the Washing-
ton County branch of the Maine Cen-
tral Rallway Saturday evening.

The regular express train for Calais
had left Bangor in the afternoon and
had reached Machias, where the loco-
motive drawing it broke down and
was replaced by the locomotive of a
freight train that was then on a sid-
ing bound west. This engine was
backing towards Calais, drawing. the
train and with one of the passenger
coaches next to it. When near Ayer's
Junction the boiler of the engine ex-
ploded, blowing the front of the en-
gine through the end of the passenger
coach. Volumes of steam and hot
water invaded the coach which, for-
tunately, contained but few passen-
gers, ithe others having moved to the
rear coaches. Conductor Wm. Blake
and two passengers, Hugh Driske of
Columbia Falls, Me., and E. L. Knee-
land of Princeton, Me., the only occu-
pants of the car, were caught in the
volume of steam and water and
severely scalded. Steam also invaded
the cab of the engine, where Chas.
Barstow, the driver, was burned about
the legs. Hazen Hoar, fireman, escap-
ing uninjured,

Another engine was procured and
the train reached Calais about three
hours late.
Conductor Blake, Mr. Driske and
Mr. Kneeland were taken to Chipman
Memorial Hospital, where it was
found that all three were badly burn
ed ‘about the head, arms and bodies,
and that Conductor Blake's lungs were
affected by inhaling steam. All three
men are in a serious condition. The
cauge of the explosion has not been
announced.
