Comipany, of Bangor.

Boston, Doe. 12.—The Norwegian steamer
Norge, Capiain Boe, jr., arnived today froin
Louisburg, C. B., with a cargo of 3,801 tons
of ccal for the Dominion Cffal Company. The
vessel was mwearly a day late in arriving, hav-
ing cncountered wezlther of the wimost sever-
ity on the passage. The steamer's decks
wcre constantly swept by the heavy seas
and cne mountain cof water which boarded
her carricd away a pcrtion cf the lookout
bridge and lifted one of the lifeboats from
the chocks where it rested amd carried it
away. The neceszary repairs to the steamer
will be made aftcr she finishes discharging
her cargo at Evenctt.

While the owners of the vossel, Cunning-
ham & Thompson, have niot fonmally given
the vessel up ws log:, there are but few peo-
ple in the city who cver expect to hear any
turtber  tidings of the crafit. The Sigfrid
cailed from ‘this port Sepl. 14, and siace
that time she has not been reponted.

The vessel was <on a ‘band-line fishing
voyage to the Western Banks and was pro-
visioned for nine weeks.

The Sigfrid was a staunch and well built
vessel and carried a crew of 12 men, under
a competent captain, Alexander Frazier, who
balcrgs at Port Hactings, C. B., where he
has a father, brother and cther relatives.
