He is the
creatcr, preserver and sovereign of the
universe; He is inexpressibly glorious in
ho iness, and worthy of all honor, confi-
dence 2nd love.

(5) State and Fall of Man—Man was
created sinless. By his own disobedience
he fell into sin. Through his fall into
sin, an evil nature was transmitted to the
whole race, revealing itself in actual trans-
gressions, and bringing all under the
reign of condemnation and death.

(6) Atonement—The perfect life, vicari-
ous death, and resurrecticn of Jesus Christ

DT | have removed the obstacles yn the way
of the Holy Spirit’s regenerating power

and of the Father’s forgiving grace being
extended to the simner, and constitute
for every believing soul an all-prevailing
plea and sufficient ground for righteous-
ness before God.

(7) Regeneraticn —In  regeneration a
new life principle és begotten in the eoul
of man by the Holy Spirit through the
word of truth, producing a disposition to
joyful obedience tq- Christ and to holy
conduct in life.

(8) Repentence—In repentence, the sin-
ner, having seen hiz sin, being moved by
the energy of the Holy Spirit, is led to
grieve for and hate it as an offence against
God; and apprehending the grace of our
Lord Jesus Christ, he lovingly returns to
God to walk in the way of His command-
ments. .

(9) Faith—Faith is a convietion of the
intellect that God will perform all that
He has promised, and an implicit trust
of the heart in Christ as a personal
Saviour. It includes a hearty concur-
rence of the will and affections with the
whole plan of salvation as revealed im the
gospel, and is a condition of justification

and of all subsequent gospel blessings.

(10) Justification —Justification .is an
act of Ged, wherein he accepts as righte-
ous the sinmer, to whom is imputed the
perfect righteousness of Christ, on the
condition of faith alome.

(11) Sanctification—The Scriptures teach
that sanctification is the process by which,
according to the will of God, Christians
are made partakers of His holiness; that
it has its beginning in regeneration, and
that it is carried on in the hearts of be-
lisvers by the presence and power of the
Holy Spirit, in the continual use of the ap-
pointed means—the Word of God, self-
examination, self-denial, watchfulness, and
prayer.

(12) The Christian Sabbath—We be-
lieve that the first day of the week is the
Lord’s day or Christian Sabbath, and is
kept sacred to religious purposes by ab-
staining from all secular labor and sinful
recreations, by the devout observance of
all the means of grace, both private and
public, and by preparation for -that rest
that remaineth for the people of God.

(13) A Gospel Church—We believe that
a church of Christ is a congregation of
baptized believers, associated by covenant
in the faith and fellowship of the gospel:

Woodstock, N. B., Oct. 9.—(Special)
—Lewis Peter Fisher, K. C., one of Wood-
stock’s most respected and valued citi-
zens, died this morning. He was unwell
for a few days, took a chill yesterday and,
as stated, passed away deeply lamented
wherever known.

The deceased was born in Fredericton
and educated in the public schools. Sub-
sequently he studied law in the office of
his brother, Judge Charles Fisher, and
came to Woodstock, this being in the early
forties, and was admitted as an attorney
January 14, 1842, and made a barrister
January 17, 184.

He at once entered practice in Wood-
stock and some years later formed a ¢o-
partnerehip with the late R. J. Jomes,
which was dissolved in 1874. In 1875 he
once more made a co-partnership, this
time with A. B. Connmell, K. C, a gra-
duate of Harvard law school, who was|

These in-
cluded Messrs. J. C. Hartley, D. B. Gal-
lagher, of Bath, and J. J. Gallagher, of
Grand TFalls, the late J. TR. Murphy,
Charles Comben, F. B. Carve” M. P,
and the late Stephen B. Appleby, and
many others.

Upon the inauguration of the Wood-
stock railroad in 1865,"he was made its
first president, and subsequently acted as
