ACCIDENT ON HILL IN CARLETON

Fred Robson Probably Fatally Hurt—Crashed Into Double

Runner, Which Suddenly

Became Disabled, as Both

Were Speeding Down Miller’s Hill.

Fred Robson, aged about sixteen, son of
Wm. N. Robson, engineer, 245 St. John
street, Carleton, was probably fatally in-
jured in a coasting accident on Miller's

hill, Carleton, Monday. His skull was,

fractured and at midnight he was not ex-
pected to live.

Miller’s hill is a noted coasting ground
in West End. Starting from the Albert
school it is possible to enjoy a long run
down the hill and at the end have mo-
mentum enough, to mount another incline
called Clark’s hill, then over the crest of
that, down the other side and part way
up what is called Jackson’s hill near the
Queen square. It is one of the finest
“coasts” in the city or vicinity and has
always been popular.

Tt is figured that 250 people were on the
hill last night enjoying the sport and that
probably 100 sleds and seven doublerun-
ners were called into use. On a sled by

“himself young Robson was merrily traver-

sing the inclines and enjoying te exhil-
irating pastime.

Those on the single sleds usually gave
the double runners the lead and then the
smaller ones would string out after them.
This was the method adopted on the ran
which ended so disastrously for the young
wan., One double runner, composed of

school with twenty or twenty-five youung
men /and girls aboard. Directly after it
rode young Robson, lying on his sled. The
hill is practically a glare of ice and great
speed is quickly attained and both sleds
were traveling very fast when, well down
the first hill, the accident occurred.

The: front sled of the double runner
broke down and suddenly swerved the

whole, stopped the progress and upset
those riding on the sled. Young Robson
could not check his speed in  time, or
swerve out, or perhaps he did not sed
what had occurred. It was all done in a
gecond of time and with fearful force his
head struck against the deal of the double
runner. The skull was crushed and he
fell from his sled and lay on the ice un-
conscious. He was hurried to the resi-
dence of Joseph Peckham at the corner of
Rodney street. Dr. F. L. Kenny was
called and did all he could but he feared
the worst. No harm, it was seen, could
come of the boy’s removal home and he
was taken there. At midnight Dr. Kenney
said there was practically no chance of
the young man living.

WEATHER RECORD -
FOR FEBRUARY

Colder Average Than for Years Here
—Fredericton and St. Stephen
Reports.

The month of February, 1907, has made
a record for severe cold and stormy
weather which has seldom been equalled.
The average temperature for the month
was 15.5 degrees. The lowest was 11.43 be-
low the cipher on the 23rd, and the high-
est 43.3 above on the 15th. The average
temperature during February, 1906, was
24.8 degrees, the lowest recorded being 5.6
on the 3rd and the highest 47.3 on the 1st.

The snowfall for the past month reach-
el the handsome total of 316-10 inches,
and the rainfall was 14-10 inches, and the
month closed with about 12 inches of snow
on the ground. For February, 1906, the
total snowfall was 14.15 inches, with 2 1-10
inches of rain. At the close of that month,
however, there was only a trace of snow
on the ground.

St. John, though, did not have such low
temperatures during the past month as
were common in various parts of the prov-
ince, but the high winds that prevailed the
greater part of the time made the weather
very disagreeable. In Fredericton the
mercury touched 26 below zero, and the
highest it attained was 9 above. Twenty-
.seven inches of snow fell in the provincial
capital and two-tenths of an inch of rain,
and the month closed with three feet of
snow on the ground.

In St. Stephen the mercury tumbled still
Jower and reached 33 below zero on the
24th, while the highest recorded during
the month was 37 above, on the 2nd, 20th
and 2lst. Thirty-one inches of snow fell
and four-tenths of an inch of rain, and at
the present time there is three feet of
snow there. :

These were the only two outside points
from which reports had been received at
the observatory here yesterday. D. L.
Hutchinson, the director, says the outlook
for today is milder weather, with snow,
turning to rain.

PAYMENT OF FEES BY
PATIENTS IN HOSPITAL

Commission to Send Scale of Charges
to All Doctors in Province—Plans
for New Operating Room Adopted.

A copy of the
scale of fees will be sent to all the physi-
cians in the province and this, it is
thought, will meet the case.

The former, in brief,
has advocated the retention of the present
state of affairs until the city is in a posi-
tion to provide ample school accommoda-
tions for all without interfering with its
financial standing.

The latter urges the withdrawal of the
grant on the ground that the concession
is illegal. The local papers have been
teeming with correspondence on the sub-
ject, anonymous and otherwise.

It is expected that the voting tomorrow
will be very largely along religious lines
and no one can offer safe conjectures to-,
night as to. what the outcome will be.
MacDonald will take the solid Catholic
vote and a large sprinkling of Protestants
who are averse to a disturbance of the
present arrangement with respect to the
convent schools.
